GOOD THOROUGHFARES.

A Plan to Work County Prisoners in
Macadamizing Roads.

ElUTOK iNTKM.KiKNCEK. As good
county roads are the making financial
ly of every county that depends upon
agriculture for its main resources, sev-
eral citizens of Lexington and other
parts of the county have been dis
cussing the point of asking our county
court to appropriate money to pur
chase a rock crusher for the use of the
county on nil roads where rock can be
had. Our prosecuting attorney, Wil
liam Aull, has agreed to furnish the
men from the jail occupants to do the
work, only asking the county to fur-
nish guards to look after them. A
couple of tents can be purchased and
crusher, tents and hands can be moved
from place to place, just as the condi
tions of the road require. It will open
the eyes of our tax-paye- rs if they will
just take a few moments time to cal-

culate the amount we hifvc lost in ten
years by a system of feeding a jail full
of idle but able-bodie- d men, when,
with a rock crusher, these same men
could have done thu greater part ot
making a macadam road across Uu
count v south ; to the county line east
anil also west to the respective lines;
and we are still losing by this same
system, ue have not mentioned this
subject to any citizen who has objected
but, on the other hand, have cordially
endorsed it. The amount paid for a
crusher will not be felt by any one in
the way of taxes, and if we pay fifty
cents per day to board a man and get
nothing for it, that amount is lost; but
if we can make him earn one dollar per
day, we are fifty cents ahead. I have
only opened up the subject; others
Will follow, who will do the subject
justice, being mora thoroughly ac
quainted and better able to do so.

served throughout the contest in the
famous P.leilsoo ballery, and amid those
grim and desperale soldiers there was of
none more brave than lie. It, is said by
bis comrades that ns a soldier lie was
quiet, with little to say, lull that he was
always al his post. Amid the hardships
of Ihe march, the camp, the bivouac, ns
upon the battle lield, to know where he
belonged was to lind him there.

When the war ended he ret urned to his
farm in lifayetle county, near Mayview,
and at once became identitied with public
affairs. He was one of 1 he
of tlu democratic party of the county,
taking a leading part in its councils, and
when extravagance ran riot in adminis-
tering the affairs of thccouul.y lie was one
of the first and bravest, protcstants.

ly became one of the leaders in op
position to the subjection of the county
to a burden beyond its power to bear, and
as a consequence was called upon to till
the ollicc of county clerk, where he could
best serve and protect, the people. For
sixteen years be was continued in that
position. Firm anil tenacious of the right

were unassailable. Indeed it was known
to his friends that zeal for t lie Welfare ol
Ijifayette county dominated his life, ami
occupied hisniind largely to Ihecxclusion
oi in uer i nings oi a more scitisii character.

lie believed in the principles of his party,
and be gloried in contending for them.
He was, as he deserved to be, often honor
ed hv his party with imsitinns oi trust.
He was at different I hues a member of tin
county, congressional, ami slate demo
cratic committees, lie was frequently a
delegate lo the county, district and state
conventions of the parly, and was a dele- -

gale to Ihe nat ional . democrat ie conven-
tion at Cinciiinat i which nominated (ten.
Will lield S. Hancock for president.

Brother Steele was a devoted member
of our beloved order. He was raised to
the sublime degree of a Master Mason
November 215, ISIiV, exalted to the rank of
Itoyal Arch degree October I, ISiiil, and
was tluhhcd and created a Knight Tern
plarou July 25, 1K.SI. The emblems and
great lights of Masonry were as lamps lo
his fcet,;inil he trod the path of life with
love ana cnaruy lor his mvi.iicrcn ever
present in his heart. His hand was al
ways opened to relieve or clenched to ile
lend a nroiner in distress, as we go
about our Masonic dut ies in this hall we
shall long miss his genial voice and pres
ence.

In religion Mr. Sbi-l- was a stalwart
Christian, believing in the immortality of

ithe soul, the Fatherhood of (iod, tin
brotherhood of man, thedivinity of Christ
anil tlu fact and sullicicncy of the atom
inciit. He was a member of the Presby
terian church of this city, and for some
years prior to this lime numbered among
his most intimate and close friends tin
pastors and ollieers of t hat church.
