These demonstrations, ami parlicular-l- y

immediately onlereil a cessation of
nil tiring on our part, ami scut forward
one of in v staff ollicers t ascertain the
object of the Hag, and to open negotia
tions with the enemy, if such shoul
be their desire. It was finally, aftvr
some ib'lay. agreed hv ( l.
