When the .lesuil liriesls founded
their settlement ul Santa ISarhaia they
lie-jai- l to KHther in all the docile or
friendly Indians and utilize as well as
civilize Iheui.

After some years they found out
thai one of Ihe small islands iviiiir otf
about twenty miles from then- - harbor
of Santa Harbara was inhabited. The
priests visited the island and found tin
most tntelliireiil anil s;eiitli! people
there that had yet been discovered on
the conl incut, i'hev were loyal, affec
tionate, and loved their narrow and
lonelv little home in the sea above all
things. Thev had never visited tin
main land. 1 liev had no wood lo
build boats with, and so the lour
black and barren mountain of laud

.. . ..ii.awav lotnn soutii was as inaeeession
to tin-i- as is the moon to us.

They had (pteer little houses of stone
on tlie one low cntt, unit inev were
very skillful in spearing fish and rap
luriny all sorts of sea birds. They
made mocassins for their feet out o
sealskins, for seals were and are to
this dav so abundant there that you
can scarcely walk about without tread
ills' on some of the little Iialiy seals
And all alonsr to rijrht anil left., as you
pass by, yon see the mild-eye- d mot hi

seal nursing her baby at her breast, as
she half rests and reclines against
rock, and lifts her kind, human eyes to
Yours, as it to asK vo" lo incase inn
hurt her little hairy hahv.

1 found the eggs of water fowl so
plentiful when I visited this little is
laud almost twenty years ago to gat he

material for an Kng'.ish magazine that
it was absolutely impossible to walk
about without criwliing great iiumbei
under foot. And these simple native
ilressed their bodies not in furs, but in
feathers. I'hev skinned the sea lions
and out of the skins they made remark
ably beautiful garments of all hues and
fashions

And this wonderful skill in all their
siimtle walks ol inc. logeiner wiui
their perfect docility for it seems the;
knew nothing at all aiiout war or even
auger tempted the monks to undertake
the transportation of the whole trihe
numbering less than two hundred, to
their settlement at Santa Barbara.

And so thev sent their ship, and
contriving to get the simple and con
fiding islanders all on hoard tliey
hoisted sail for the mainland.

After a time the poor prisoners be
came alarmed, and fearing they were
to be taken from their beloved inland
forever, attempted to escape over the
sides of the ship into the sea. But the
cunning Spanish soldiers and sailors
had taken precautions against this, ami
only one managed to leap into the sea
and swim back to the island.

Still
another version of the story runs to the
effect that the child was about to be
devoured by numbers of dogs that
were left behind, and that she leaped
into the sea to save it. But this is the
most unkindly and the hardest of all
the versions of this extraordinary
story. For to believe this last is to be
lieve that Ihe little child was mileeil
destroyed by the dogs; since the moth-
er when found there and taken to the
mainland nearly a ipiarter of a century
ago was found entirely alone.

My own notion of Ihe matter is that

A huge stone cathedral,
still standing there with its frieze of
human skulls set in stone-lik- cement,
was reared by the hands of the con
verts and the captives; but she saw
nothing, knew nothing of this. For
her there was no change day after day
year after year. The same rise and

And one of the interesting things
about it all is when they got her to
Santa Barbara not one of her trihe was
left alive to talk with her.

lr. Briukerhoff, who was then the
principal citizen in Santa Barbara and
whose widow is still there to verify all
that has been said, told me that he
took her from the boat himself when
the party got back from the island
with her and that she began to laugh
as soon as he took hold of her hand to
help her ashore. And he further told
me that as he walked up town with her
toward his house they met a man in the
street on horseback, and that on the
sight of this man on horseback she sat
right Hat down in the dust and laughed
and laughed as if she could never stop
laughing.

Of course the strange story ami the
news of the rescuing from Ihe island
soon spread all over the world. Bar
mini sent a man all the way from his
Bridgeport home to secure her for hi
"greatest show on earth,"' and the
state of California promised to make
ample provision for her comfort ami
well being at home.

But before Barnum's agent arrived
or the poor little laughing creature
had fairly ceased to laugh at the sight
of the hrst horse she had ever seen she
fell ill.

All was done by the good people of
Santa Barbara that could possibly be
done. She had the best of care ami
certainly the bust of physicians attend
ed her. But she rapidly declined and
one dav while sitting on the grass eat
ing a piece of watermelon she sudden
ly turned her face awav to her island,
looked a moment, and then sank down
on the grass, dead!

1 hey louiiit a great many lishhooks
hidden away in her new clothes and
also a number of needles, for fishhooks
ami needles were the wonder ami the
delight of her heart, and this gave rise
to tlu; idea thai she was getting ready
lei swim hack to her island. Hut l)r
ISrinkc rhoit assureii me that she was
perfectly content in Santa Barbara and
hail no notion of running awav. He
said, with reason, that it was but uat
oral that she should, after her long
enforced habits of hoarding of things,
hide awav lishliooks ami neeilles, as
the two things were important to her
in her pitifully limited vision of lifi

She left many things of cunning work
mausliip still to be seen in Santa Barha
ra. But her gorgeous rnbe of feathers,
made entirely from the few green
feathers found on the heads of ceil ant
ducks and composed of more than one
thousand pieces, was sent to the 1'ope
and is to'lii- - seen in the atican.

She caught these thicks with fish
hooks made of bone and sinew. She
sewed her rolie ot ever so many pieces
together with sinews taken from the
hacks of seals, her only needle hcing a
sharpened bone. No wonder that all
the wealth ot y antoriua, to her, was
not worth so much as a few fishhook
and needles. .luAyi'is Mit t i t:.

The last number of Bradst reef's con-

tains some additional information of
great interest concerning the wheat
shortage of the world, which has for
some lime past been the subject of
very earnest discussion. About two
weeks ago that journal contained a
review of the killiatliiu based upon es-

timate made by Beerbohm's Corn
'Trade List, and other trustworthy
authorities, in which the world's net
deficit was placed at ;!2,0(U,000
bushels.

Its last article was prepared by its
lmdon correspondent, William E.
Bear, whose exceptional farilities for
the work in question should give to hid
figures especial weight. Ho deals
more particularly with the Europwan
sit nation, and his very apparent con-
servatism would indicate that the short-
age is much more likely to exceetl
rather than fall short of his estimates.
He goes over the situation carefully ia
detail and places the total exportable
surplus of Uussia, including Poland,
Austria-Hungar- y, Boumania, Bulgaria
and Serv in, at H0,ooo,000 bushels,
while the wants of the importing coun-
tries of Europe are placed at 371,000,-oo- o

bushels.
According, however, to advices fwmi

St. Petersburg, these figures need re-

vision, as it was stated in the dispatch
in question that it is more than proba-
ble that no wheal at all will We export-
ed from that country owing to the bad
harvest. Inasmuch as Air. Bear oshi-mat- es

that Bussia will export 40,000,-00- 0

bushels, that amount will in all
probability have to be taken from the
!0,000,00 bushels, leaving only

bushels for export. 'Taking
this froai the :iil,00n,000 bushel which
it is estimated the importing countries
will need, leaves the net deliciency at
321,000,000 bushels, instead of the
281,000,000 bushels he estimates.
