moist enrrent is cooled, and its mois
ture IS thus .siiilrri'il out o il as llnlll
i kmiii;c.

'I'he moisture lil'sl liecoines visilile as
tin vapor or 'cloud," and linally con- -

lenses inlo rahi. The process is a

progressive one, and will generally
multiply upon itself from a very small
icfjmninn;. Ihe immense air waves

produced liy 1 lie explosions oi naiioons
il lit 14. altitudes slart this ininluin' ol

I lie cnrrcnls, w hich, projrressiii ly
Ihe forces of tlie lalcnt heat released in
the condensation of iiioisline, "lows
into a slorm ccnlcr.

'I'he second Iheory is thai a contin-
uous scries of explosions jars tnnvthcr
or airtrlomeral cs I he panicles oi iiiois- -

lurc in llu- - air inlo rain drops, w hich
arc precipitated to the ground. This
effect is evident after a heav y clap of
lliunderaiid has been repeatedly pro-
duced by (icncral I Ihyrcnl'url h's parly,
heavy showers haying been shaken
from lilil clouds, from which no rain
had been falling. To produce 1 his
effect thckiles arc used willi dynamite
cartridges attached.

In 'lie third place, it is believed thai
Ihe fractional electricity which is e,.i-ei'.ile- il

in I he jarriii"; of the carlh and
air by Ihe explosion polarizes the earl It

and air to t lie point of Ihe operations,
and so d eal i s a uiancl ic liehl inlo
which the particles of moisture are
drawn and "fathered. 'I'he explosions
al and near the ;i'oiini arc especially
calculated to secure this resiill.
