In The World almanac
of lH'J-- J will be found the following:

New York in 1H84 gave Cleveland
1,0-1- plurality; in 18H8 he lost it by
l.'!,002. Connecticut in 18S4 gave
Cleveland a plurality 1,285; in 1888
only 1VM. Virginia in 188-- gave the
national ticket 10,0:U plurality; in
1888 a bare 1,5:59. West Virginia
dropped from a safe 4,221 in 1884 to a
nai row margin of bOb in 1888. Mary
land even was reduced from 11,182.
Indiana was lost by a plurality of 2,- -

:148 for Harrison. Illinois, Arkansas
and Alabama elected governors in 1888.
How did the "popular" candidate fare!
in these states?

Illinois gave (Jen. Palmer atotal vote
of :t5(i,3l:lf Cleveland receiving :S48,-27- 8,

ran behind the state ticket 7,030.
Arkansas gave the democratic state
ticket 9!,22u, and the national 8.r),Jti2.
Here Cleveland ran behind 1;,207.
Alabama gave her democrat ic governor
a plurality of 1 1 1 ,203, and Cleveland
til, 12'!. Here the popular" candidate
marched in the rear to the tune of bi),- -

080!
A great corruption fund defeated the

democracy in Indiana. But what caused
the falling off in the vote throughout
the democratic states? The "prostitu
tion of the ballot" was not so wide-
spread as to pervatle even the "solid
south." No; that was not the reason.
It was Cleveland's unpopularity and
untimely forcing of the tariff issue that
cut down democratic majorities ami
made it possible for a corruption fund
to defeat the party.

If "One of the People" will consult
the back numbers of The World he will
discover in several editorials the state-
ment that "Cleveland's personal un-

popularity among certain classes con-
tributed largely to his defeat in 1888."
And the facts ami figures sustain the
assertion.
