The varying scales in diffsrent
parts of the country and the
d flerences in the nature and
exgent of the local difficulties
confrontiiig the enumerators in
the largest grographical divis-
ions of the Umited States have
inflaenced and guided United
States Census Direcstor Durand
in the adoption of a classification
of enumerators’ rates of com-
pensation, within the Ilimits
prescribed by the United States
Census law enacted by Congress

The different classes of rates
will be so applied that in general
the average enumerator will
earn substantially the same
actual amount  one distric
as in another, even though the
populatim may be much sparser
inone than in the other, with
other conditions also differeni.

Regavds is paid to the fuct that
prevailing wages and - alaries
are higherin some paris of the
country than in others, bLut,
aside from this, the Directos’
aim is to ajust the rates so a. to
malka the earn ngs of enumera-
rators  substantially  aniform
Where the per capita ralis
would not gixe sufficient pay,
the per dim rates arve prescribed
The rates in general will be so
ajusted as to give a slightly
highar average amount to the
enumerators than they recevei
in 1910, Per dem rates of pay
will be paid to the census enunie
rators in the sparsely settled
rural districts of Arizona, Cal-
ifornia, Colorado, Tdaho. Mon-
tana, Texas, Utah’ Washington
and Wyoming

The rates will range from §5
to 86 per day for the enumera-
tion of the rural areas outside
of cities and towns  Six dullars
i8 the highest rate authorized-
by law,

The Director realizes that in
many .istricts of the far Wost
it will be impossible to secure
competent men to act as e ume
vators at & rate of comupensation
less than that being paid for
ordinary classes of work in the
samearea. Weare snumerators
in such districts paid only on
the per capita basis, their com-
ensation would b- unreason-

]

ibly low.

The enumerators in the thinly
inhabited country sections of
North akota, South Dakota.
Nebraska, and Kansas, also
will be compenstend on a per
diem basis.  Certain difficult o
sparsley  se'tled  enumeration
districts in other states will be
included among those to whicl
thie per diem rates will apply, as
the conditions of the enumera-
tion will be such that an enu
merator could not make fuir
carnings at any of the per capit
vates establishe. This aunoun-
cement was made by Census
Divector Durand to day, in order
Lo counteract the  deterrent
effect upon applications for ermu
merators’ places i the far Wast
and Southwest states of the
