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Varioty Tests With Wheat,

The Experiment Station has,
during the last season, carried
on a series of tests with differ-
ent varieties of wheat and some
very interesting results have
been obtained which may Le of
some value to the farmers,
These results are for but one
year and further experiment-
ation may change the relative
yields somewhat.

These varieties were planted
in plats 250 feet long, in the
same field, on January 25th
1910, and all matured at about
the same time as the ovdinary
varieties grown in the vegion,
The yield of grain, expressed in
bushels per acre, was as follows:

Most of these wheats have
been grown at the Station for a
number of years and have
proven thrifty each time,

Rodi No, 1027, is now used as
the standard wheat on the Stat.
jon fiem. It grows vigorougly
on every soil on which it has
bean fried. The Station is mak-
ingan effort 1o get it distributed
throughout the Territory, but
on aceount of the limited supply
on hand it is necegsary te limit
the amount furnished any one
to 100 pounds, fer which a
charge of 24 cents the pound is
made, Wheat will be furnished
only with the understanding
that the pucchaser report back
to the Station the character of
the growth and the yield pe
acre at the Lime of harvest,
