Roawell, N. M., Nov. 21.—Jusn
Rodrigues, charged with the killing of
Marion Cartwright, a sheepman, was
found guilty of murder in the first de-
gree, the jury returning s verdiet at
wn early hour this morning. In New
Mexico this verdict carries with it the
death penalty., The nattorneys com-
pleted their arguments about mid.
night and the deliberation of the jury
was not long.

In. many respects the case was the
most remarkable ever tried In this
county. District  Attorney K. K.
Scott was assisted by L. 0. Fullen,
formerly county prosecutor, while C,
0. Thompson and R. B. Bowars were
appointed by the court to defend
Rodriguez. Although it was a charity
ense Rodriguer' attorneys made a
hard fight, putting every effort at all
stages of the trial to save the Mexi.
can's life.

The tilt started when Shep-
iff Young was called to the stand und
asked If Rodriguez had been in his
possennion ever gince last August, T
sttorneys for the defense cited a rul.
ing of the appellate court, which held
thut evidence of flight in a particular
case was not admissable. However,
the attorneys could not show to the|
wutisfuction of Judge McClure that the
casen were ulike, and Sheriff Young|
was allowed to tell of the flight and
the capture. Howevar the state's at-|
torneys on cross-examination this af-
ternoon were not nllowed to nsk Ro-
driguez about his escape.

They were with their mother
on the night of the murder and on the
stand corroborated the testimony af
Mrs, Havens. Will Bozart told of
Mis, Havens' coming to his
three miles awny, to get him to bring
the injured man to the city and de
seribed the condition he found Cart
wright in when he got to the cump.
