Scientific Congresses.
That there are too many scientific

congresses is the complaint of a writer
in the Revue Sclentlnque. While iso-

lation is a bad thing for the man of
science, and while it is essential to his
usefulness and reputation that he
should at times compare notes with
his colleagues, much time, labor, and
money Is wasted by the multiplicity
of these assemblies. A concrete ex-

ample of the incidental abuses is fur
nished by the same periodical, in its
report of the Medical Congress at Lis-

tón. One of the chief evils was the
diversity of language, although the
use of Portuguese was not permitted
in the discussions. The reports were
distributed so tardily that members of

the congress had no time In which to
prepare themselves to speak. There
were too many reports relating to the
same subject, which gave rise to tire-

some repetitions. Much time was lost
in attending fetes and other entertain-
ments. Moreover, a number of emi-

nent men failed to appear personally,
and their papers were read for them
by others. Tet the desire of attend-
ing congresses is keen, remarks the
New Tork Post, and it would be cruel
to deprive the speakers of opportuni-
ties to be heard, or to prevent their
hearers from manifesting the Chris,
tian graces of patience and long suf-

fering.

j German Trade With New Zealand.
Besides the United Kingdom and

the colonies, Germany Is really the
only competitor of the United States
for business in New Zealand. The
trade of the United States la now five
times as great as that of Germany,

fet the German trade is increasing
rapidly. Germany leads the United
States In several Unes, but the prin-

cipal one is musical instruments. Dur
Ing the year 1904 it sold in the colony
$250,000 worth of pianos (principally),
while our sales amounted to less than
132,000. There is really no reason for
this Important difference except that
the German trade is pushed and easy
payments are accepted. It Is true, says
the Dally Consular and Trade Re-

ports, that this trade is mostly In

pianos of a cheap grade, but the manu-

facturers in the United States should
be able to sell pianos on equally fa-

vorable terms.

Black walnut is produced In this
country at an annual rate of about
33.000,000 feet The larger portion of
It now comes from southwestern Mis-

souri, Arkansas, Oklahoma and Indian
Territory, although there Is some scat-

tering growth still picked up in In-

diana, Ohio, Tennessee and West Vir-

ginia. The most considerable stand
of the wood remaining east of the
Mississippi River is on the upper wa-

ters of the Guyandotte River In West
Virginia. The home demand for black
walnut lumber Is only for compara-
tively small quantities, says the South-

west It use Is largely confined to
gun stocks, novelties, electrical work,
etc. The chief demand for walnut
comes from Germany, and Hamburg is
the commercial center of the market
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CONFEDERATE FLAG.

First One Ever Made on Exhibition at
Denver.

One of the most interesting and val-
uable of all the mementoes of the
Civil war now in existence recently
came into the possession of Col. W. W.
Ferguson of the war relic department
at the state house. This consists of
the very first Confederate flag ever
made.

For several years Colonel Ferguson
has been endeavoring to get this relic,
which was in possession of George 8.
Haxen, post commander of the Q. A. R.
post at Meeker, Colorado. Finally his
hope was realised, and the fine old
piece of bunting, representing an d

cause, Is now on display at the
department, a curious, pathetic and
sadly worn relic.

In 1860, before the outbreak of the
Civil war, Mrs. Mary Harbach, whose
Husband was connected with the
South Carolina mUitla, met with sev-
eral other ladles and constructed a flag
for the new Confederacy. When fin-
ished it was presented to the Confed-
erate congress for adoption as Its na-
tional flag.

But it was first presented to Gen. P.
T. Beauregard, in command of the Con
federate forces at Charleston, North
Carolina, with the request that It
would be used by him in replacing the
flag then flying over Fort Sumter. It
was indeed placed over Fort Sumter,
but when afterward submitted to the
Confederate congress at Montgomery,
Aiaoama, was rejected in lavor of the
stars and bars.

Afterward when General Beaurerard
left Charleston for service in the field
and assumed command of the Confed
etate forces, after the death of Albert
Sidney Johnston at Shiloh, he left the
nag at bis hotel, which he had been
using at headquarters. It fell into
the hands of Major Harbach of the
Second Carolina Infantry.

At the close of the war Major Har
bach went Into the hotel business at
Charleston. A nephew of General Ha
len, Harry E. Hazen. was at Charles
ton after the war to dismantle the fort
He fell in love with a daughter of Ma-Jo- r

Harbach and afterward came into
possession of the flag. He in turn
gave It to General Hazen and It de
scended to George Haxen.

The flag is 12 by 14 feet Ions. It Is
made of the best quality of bunting
anc consists or a white Held with
green palmetto tree in the center, sur--

rounaea ny ntteen red stars. It in all
hand-mad- showing great skill in Its
construction.

6ILVER 8TILL CLIMBING.

Mr. Simon Guggenheim Says White
Metal la Again to Reach

High Price.
What seems like a prophecy founded

on a knowledge of the facta Is the
statement made by Simon Guggenheim
of Denver, several months ago, with
regard to the price of silver. The
white metal Is still climbing upward,
ana is now above 70 cents an ounce.

"And there is every indication
that silver mining is again to be profit-
able In the famous camps we were so
proud of In the old days. In a very
few months silver will reach 70 cents,
with every prospect of going higher.'
