The Ori(hi of "Dixie'

Like many oilier familiar songs
cherished by Southern people, "Dix-
ie" was written in the North. It is
conceded on all hands that "Dixie"
is the most popular of the sones of j

the South, if not of the Nation. It
was not a product of the war; but a
peculiar and fortuitous circumstance
led to its adoption by the Confed-
erate army in IHtíl, and it soon car-

ried the people into a state of im-

passioned emotion, and today its
popularity is so great that in reality
it has become one of the songs of
the Union. President. Lincoln hail a
great admiration for its tune, pos-

sibly because he heard it sung to
Republican words in the en

campaign of I MO. Af-

ter the surrender at Appomattox lie
requested the hand play mxie,
pleasantly remarking that "as we
have captured the Confederate army
we have also captured (lie Confed-
erate tune, and both belong to us."
There has been considerable dispute
over the authorship of "Dixie." It
is a fact not widely known that Dan-

iel D. Kmmett, the minstrel, was the
author of the piece. Mr. Kmmett
made his own verse and sang them
to some popular tune. He traveled
all over the United Stales aim was
the favorite minstrel wherever he
went. of the ne-u'- ro

dialect was perfect, as was like-

wise his rendering, "Dixie Land,"
which is really the proper name of
the song written by Kmmett in 1859

while he was a member of the cel-

ebrated "Hryant's .Minstrels." His
engagement with them was to the
effect that he should hold himself
in readiness to compose for them a
new "walk around" whenever called
upon to do so, and to sing the same
at the close of tlie performance.
due Saturday night after a perform-
ance Jerry Rryant asked Kmmett to
make a "hooray" and bring it to the
rehearsal Monday morning. He com-

posed the "walk around" the next
day, Sunday, and took it to rehear-
sal Monday morning, music and
words complete. The tune and words
of "Dixie" as now sung are Mr. Km-met- t's

exactly as he then wrote
them. The First verse and chorus
follow:

"I wish I was in de land ob cotton,
old times dar am not forgotten;

Look away, look away, look away,
Djxie Land.

In Dixie Land whar I was born in,
early on one frosty niornin',

Look away, look away, look away,
Dixie Land.

CHORUS

"Den 1 wish I was in Dixie, hooray;
hooray!

In Dixie Land I took my stand, to
lib and die in Dixie.

Away, away, away down south in
Dixie!

Away, away, away down south in
Dixie!"

MORE TROOPS FOR TEXAS LINE

I'. S. Soldiers Unshed to Itordi r to
Handle Serious Situation. Haiulit
Army Threatens Outbreak.

Itrowusville, 'Texas, Aug. 12. Ac-

tion by the federal government iu
response to the appeal to President
Wilson made by Governor Ferguson
of 'Texas who asked for an increase
of troops in the lower Rio Orando
valley, was awaited today by olli-

cials who so far have not been suc-

cessful in combating the depreda-
tions of bauds of ranch raiders who
in the last several days have caused
the deatfls of nearly a score of per-
sons in these sections. Oovernor
Ferguson, in bis appeal, declared
the situation was perilous and grave
and was doubtful of the ability of
the slate forces and local ollicers
to longer control the situation

Citizens of Itrowusville and other
border citi 's did not agree that 11. e
troubles were due to political feuds
in this section. Considerable evi-

dence seemed to be brought forward
that the raiders were organized into
several bands working under the
plan of San Diego, a movement1
started a year ago at San Diego, 'Tex-- 1
s, where resolutions were passed
declaring for wresting from the IT.

S. a strip of territory along the bor-

der to be added to Mexico.
While the situation was expected

to be partly relieved with the ar-
rival in this section of the third bat-
talion, ninth infantry, sent, from La-

redo yesterday, expressions of olli
cials generally were that it would
require more soldiers to suppress
the movement.

The zone of the operations of the
raiders was widened to a large ex- -
t nt in the last 2i hours, amiough
few additional reports of the dep- -
edations are reported here. 'The

latest meeting of the raiders with
troops was reported from Catherine,
eighty miles north of Rrownsville,
where a band of thirty or more
attempted a daring raid on the one
store of the town. They were frus
trated in the attempt ny a dozen
United Slates soldiers stationed in
the store, who fired upon the ban-
dits, injuring two, it was believed.
No reports came of further Killing
since that of Monday when ten per-
sons were shot and killed.

Confirmation was lacking iy to-

day of reports that soldiers in con-
siderable numbers were crossing the
border from Mexico to join the al-

leged revolutionary movement, al-

though Oovernor Ferguson in his
appeal to the President declarer
that "any unusual occurrence now
would cause a disastrous invasion
of Texas from Mexico." That a
"reign of terror" existed on the bor-

der was the declaration of tne gov-

ernor.
