Omaha, April 7. - For several days
more or less ice nus been running in
the Missour: River past this poin
but to-day aboul six a. m. it began
rubning thicker than ever and by
noou the broad river wuas oue vasi
stream of fce  the cakes varying io
size from two or ‘hree feet square to
pieces over one hundred feetr square,
the thicknoess being from two to
three teet. ‘I'he cunstant breaking
and crushing of the ice make a coun-
tinual roaring noise which can be
heard & considerable distunee from
the river. Trees, logs, bridge tiwm
bers, purts of houses, ete. are being
constantly swept by and every now

twist the ice eakes round and roun

and frequently looge cakes of e
weighing several tous which are

crowded out wf the water aud lodged
up on the lund. Thousands ot people
huye been watching the passage ol
ice al afiernoon. (L was grand
