FREAK OF NATURE.

A Mountain in Mexico Sinks eut of Sight.

We translate the following from
La-Union Democrata of San Louis
Potesi. Adjacent to the hacienda of
Santa Catarva, about twenty leagucs
to the east of this city, a very remark-
able freak of nature occured, the facts
of which we have received from a
gentleman who yisited (he scene. On
the seventh the people of the hacien-
da and vicinity were aroused by a
startling noise resembling thunder.
Upon assembling to see what was the
matter, it was soon discovered that a
small mountain in the immediato vi-
cinity had sunk into the earth and
that it must have went out of sight
like a flash. Our informam., with
others, made observatiens and learn-
ed that the aperture thus opened was
two hundred metres in length, one
hundred and fifty in width, and its
depth from one hundred to one hun-
dred and fitty metres It was with
great difficulty the rim of the cavern

was approached, s all
about there were great
yawning black  fissures  which

threatened to open still wider. To
miss a step (here was danger of
finding a gravein the depths beneath,
Some stones weighing about ‘wo
pounds each, was thrown into the
cavern and it took from nine to fen
seconds before they siruck the bot-
tom, their contact with the serface be-
neath muking u great report: After
these briel’ obscrvations the exploring
parties  retired huridly from the
scene, as the earth was trembling and
shaking agif upon a balance. The lo-
cation of this strange phenomenoa is
situated in the tierra caliente (warm
region), aud mosquitos and palm trecs
florish all sbout.  Whenever any péy-
tions of the earth along the rvim of the
caveru fell into the depths, immense
clounds of white dust issued forth.
This dust was carried about by the
winds aud made all the trees in the
vicinity perfectly white Speculation
is rife as to whether the mountain
sank, owing to the carthquake influ-
ences, or was the result of gas explo-
gions. lf could not be attributed to
the former very well, as no shocks
were felt in the neignborhood,
