Inge—in wintering their stoek. ‘Thus
tho eattlomen will be & benefit to toe
farmers in furnishiog s market for their
products, and the farmers will be a bhun-
elit to the onttiemen by enabhug them
tomaintain better herds on thelr ranges,
The two interests in this way will go
band in bhaud, and in this way New
Mexieo wiul become rich and pros-
perous.
