Like the pueblo, the structure was
built of sandstone slabs and silvers,
and according to Benavidez, it was
the women of the pueblo who built
the chiurches well as the houses.
The puchlo rose in terraces three and
perhaps four stories high and at the
time of the coming of the Spaniards
probably had some 600 mhabitants
