“Having received a  few applica-
tions from some of the physicians of
the state for permits, some to  pre-
servibe and others to have liquor in
their poscssion for their practice, as
provided by the federal prohibition
act, 1 have had to look up the state
prohibition act in regard to the mat-
ter and find in the latter, the impor-
tation of liguor, except wine for sac¢-
ramental purposes is absolutely pro-
hibited.

“In the fedoral prohibition act it is

provided that & regular  practising
physician may apply for and gel a
permit from the  federal  prohibition

director to preseribe liguor or have
not to exceed six gquarts of the bey-
crage a year in  his  posession  {or
his practice.

“The state prohibition act, on the
other hand, provides as follows:

“rlees Lo From and after the first
day of October, Ao 1. 1918, no person,
asgocintion  or  corporation.  shall,
within this state, manufacture for
sulo, barter or gift, any ardent spirits,
ale, heer, aleohiol, wine or lguor of
any kind  whatzoever containing al-
cohol; and no person, assoclalion or
corporation shall  iImport  inte  this
state any of such liguors or heverages
for sale, barter or gift; and no person
assoeiation or corporation, ghall with-
in this state sell, or barter or keep
for sule or barter any of such liguors
or heverazes for sale, barter or trade;
provided nothing in this section shall
e held 1o apply to  denatured or
wood aleohol or grain aleohol when
imtendod and used for medicinal, me-
chanical or scientific purposes only,
ar to wine, when intended and used
for sucramental purposes only)

“As it will be s2on that under the
stiate law no one can bring  info the
state for sale or Lo give away, or to
manufacture any liguor, save  wine
for saeramental purpescs, a permit to
i doctor Issued by me for prescribing
or having Hguor in his posegsion is of
no uge at gll for he will not he able
o ger the whiskey he  needs, any-
where, either in New Mexico or any
othrr state,
