After a Desperate OliaHe, Man on Way
to Kill Wife nt Laa Ornces, la

Found Dead

Mallow, Tennessee giiiimiin, .sought n
moments respite behind a haystack ami
tired a bullet into his brain, dying
iiistnutlv, tluee miles southwest of this
city yesterduy.

Hallow was the man who shot up a
summer hotel at South Plntt Saturday
and then started on u wild chase for
Mas Cruces, X. M., with the intention
of killing his girl wife who recently de-

serted him. Me stated to friends be
fore starting on his wild escupade that
ho was bound to bp avenged for the
desertion of his wife; and It was rein
tives of her that he shot ut South I'lati

Marly yesterday morning Mallow, on
foot, he stinted from Colorado Springs
whore ho had spent the night, towanl
Ma lluiitu. Several miles out he stole
a horse and buggy from a farmer named
(ieorge (lowrucnu, The latter soon dis-

covered his loss and telegraphed to Ma

Junta, Thinking that Mallow was mere-
ly a horsetliief, deputy sheriff Jack IV
vine lett here to Intercept him, Ho
had passed tho village of Oriuegu when
ho saw a man nliead of him try to flag
u puBslng freiyht t ruin.

him in the thigh. Mallow had not gene
far when he mot four deputies coming
to the nssistance of Doviue. Ho Jump
ed out of the buggy and dodging be
hind a tree immediately opened tiro.
Hevine came up and the shooting be
came a veritable battle royal. Mallow

was shot again in the right thigh, but
ho dragged himself across the fields
keeping his pursuers at bay by his ac
curate aim.

At length, his ammunition nearly ex-

hausted, he reached the farmhouse of
John Higgius, whoie he demaiided a
horse and buggy. Higglns dodged into
his house and procuring a rifle fired
at the fugitive. Mallow did not return
the tire but, limping as best he could,
retreated behind a haystack.

Then one shot was hoard. When Hie

posse clospil in upon hint they found
Mallow dead with a bullet through his
head. It was the last bullet he had
Two revolvers lay beside him. None of
the pursuers wore injured.

Mallow was a stage driver and cauio
to Colorado from Copper Hill, Teiiu.,
about two years ago.

MORMONS SKIRMISH
WITH THE REBELS

F.l Paso, Aug. a skirmish
with reels near Colonia Jaurez, tho
Mormon men who started for tho Amer-

ican border, established a camp in tho
mountains west of Colonia .Tauroz and
are waiting there for tho men from tho
Chulohupn colony bofore starting for
tho Rtntoa. The refugees from Colonia
Dnblan and Colonia tlarcla and Pucheco
and as soon as the colonists from Chuich
upn arrive they will start for tho lino
overland.

This information was received at Iho
Mormon hon.lquart.trs here Thursday
morning in a letter from Junius Hointiey
stake oflloer of the Mexican colonies,
who has joined tho men and who is
In command of them. No one was in-

jured In the skirmish which the Mor-

mons had with tho rebels which at-

tempted to stop them from leaving tho
country. As the Mormons are all arm-

ed, IIipv oio oaimble of making a stub-
born defense and It Is believed that
they will bo permitted to come to tho
border without further interference.

Two messengers from tho Mormons
here Imvo been sent to Hnehita, X. M.,
and will leave from there to go to tho
men who are encamped in the mountains
west of Colouln .Taures'.. The two moi-songo-

will carry messages from tho
ofileials of tho church horo and in-

structions for the further direction of
the men of the Mexican colonies who
are waiting for tho remaiudor of tho
colonists to join them boforo they start
for tho line.

Hov. L. Pratt, prusldont of tho Mor-

mon Mission lu Mexico City, arrived
horo Thursday tnoruing and is now in
conference with tho Mormon oMclnl.
llo pays that tho revolutionary trouble
seems to be coallned to tho north.

Although the original $.'1000 which
was appropriated by tho war depart-
ment for the purchase of supplies for
the Mormons, has boon exhausted, the
ifilcers of the church have been assur-

ed by Col. M. 'A. Steever that Iho ra
lions will continue to bo issued, as ho
has telegraphed for more funds.

Properly held by the Mormons in
Mexico is being listed with the Amorl-ca- n
