Gover-
nor Frances K. McGovern, Repub-
lican elected senator. All but one
of the present congressmen reelec-

ted. All proposed constitutional
amendments defeated.

Vermont William F. Dillingham,
Republican, reelected senator. Re-

publican, retained control of the con-

gressional delegation. State oliieers
and legislature. Charles W. Gates
Republican, elected governor.

The political campaign, consisting
chiefly of a struggle for control of
the houses of congress, has ended
and the result will soon be known.

Interest is heightened by the fact
that all successful candidates for the
senate andshouse will be chosen by
direct vote of the people.

In the house 218 members are ne-

cessary for a majority. The present
Democratic standing is 285, Republi-
can 122, Progressive Republican 2,
"'Progressive" 10, independent 1,

and vacancies (!, which seats were
la.st occupied by Democrats. To

tange the political complexion of j

the house, opposition parties must
maintain their present strength ami
win 08 additional seats.

Of hardly less interest are the con-

tests over state tickets. Governors
are to he elected in 28 states and
some of the camaigns, notably those
in New York.Californin.and Pennsy
vama have been wago ( with much i

bitterness.
Efforts of the Democratic party to

retain control of the lower house
and of their opponents to rest it
from them have called forth the full
strength of all parties. In few pre-

vious off year campaigns have the
chief figures of the national adminis-
tration been engaged so generally.

President Wilson has made no
speaking tours, but has written
many letters of endoisement to
Democratic candidates in doubtful
states. Most of the members of the
cabinet have spent much of the lost
ifortnight in campaining. The lend-

ing men of the Republican and
'"Progressive" parties, with the note-
worthy exception of former President
Tuft, have been similarly engaged.

CHARITABLY INCLINED
Some of the citizens of the older

states seem to think New Mexico is
a place where their sick relatives and
friends will be received with open
arms, cared for and nourished back
to life, so they bundle them up give
them a few dollars and pay their
railroad fare to Tucumcari or some
other town in this state.

They arrive here full of hoe and
expect to be strong and robust in
a few days. Their money is soon
gone and now the city and citizens
are asked to care for the patient.

From a financial standpoint the
city is not capable of coping with
the situation and cannot afford to
furnish the proper care and nourish-
ment, therefore the patient dies and
when the friends and relatives
are notified they turn the deaf ear
and it is up to the city to pay the
burial expenses.

An expense of several hundred
dollars a year to this charitable work
saps the life-bloo- d out of a progress-
ive town and makes it unable to
make all necessary improvements.

A family moved here several mon-

ths ago and during the husband's
sickness other members of the fam-
ily became sick. The mother was
worked nearly to death trying to
take care of the sick and the rest of
family. The church people hired a
girl to help, and a number of the
citizens donated money to assist in
securing help. The neighbors did
cooking, housework, washing and
ironing letting their own housework

It was afterward found out that
this was a well-to-d- o family owning
two farms one of which was said to
bring in betterlthan $HOOO.00 a year.

They took all the money, clothing
and food otfered them and even dis-

charged the servant when the neigh-
bors went in to help.

Another case was delivered to us
from Anmrillo with an appeal signed
by the mayor asking our citizens to
donate money to help a tubercular
patient. Every day we are asked to
assist some supposed-to-b- e pauper
when perhaps the applicant has
plenty of money stored away, or
more than most of us.
