The case of Sands-Dor-
sey Drug Co. vs, the City of Tucum-
cari in which the drug company asks
damages to the amount of something
like $1000 for loss of stock of drugs
and other article, is in the hands of
Judge Leib and his decision is being
awaited with interest,

Report of Grand Jury

To the Honorable Thos. D. Leib,
J of said Court:

e, the duly elected, qualified and
empanneled Grand Jurors of Quay
county, for the April Term, 1015, of
sald Court, do hereby respectfully
submit this our final report, and on

thereof by the Court, beg
to be discharged from further attend-
ance upon the Court,

We have been in session for five
days, during which time we have ex-
amined 80 cases, and have examined
a large number of witnesses in con-
nection therewith and have return-
ed into Court twenty-three indictments
and seven no true bills,

We find that the laws of the State
are being generally obeyed in this
county.

We have examined into the offices
of the County Officers and find that
the records ure being kept in very
excellent condition; and that the Of-
ficers are performing-their duties, as
we understand them.

We beg leave to muke the following
recommendation:

We recommend to the Commission-
ers of Quay county, the installation of
a toilet on the second floor of the
Court House, and further recommend
that the Grand Jury room be enlarg-
ed and altered, or that another room
be assigned to the Grand Jury suffi-
clent for its use; the present meeting

of the Grand Jury being wholly
te and insufficient in size, and

accommodations,
Upon thorough investigation we
have found that the recent raising of
the cells, and other repairs on the
juil, by the Commissiosers, are a
t improvement over the old con-
itions. We find the jail clean and
sanitary, and the Sheriff's records are

in condition, but his office is poor
Iy mhhd

The Grand Jury would further rec.
ommend the heating of the court house
and jail by some heating system of
approved design, instead of stoves,
and submit that such a system would
make for economy and comfort,

We extend our thanks to the Dis-

trict Attorney, and other officers of
the court for their kindness and at-
tention during our labors,

TRYING TO STOP ELECTION

Chicago, April 10, —Judge Carpen-
ter in the United States district court
today denied an injunction restrain-

o, Rock Island and Pacifie rallroad
from being held in this ¢ity next Mon-
duy. The applicution was filed yes-
terday by minor stockholders who as-
serted that they had been hindered in
their attempt to gain proxies.

Despite the ruling of the court pro-
veedings will be started to prevent the
election of directors, according to At-
torney Jacolh Newman, representing
the petitioning stockholders, He re-
fused to =ay “for the tactical reasons
what steps would be tnken, but said
“this is only the beginning of the
fight."”

The petition for the injunction was
opposed by Attorney M. L. Bell, gen-
cral solicitor of the Rock Islund rail-
road. He pointed out that the points
on which it was asked-—elnssiticntion
of directors and non-residence of the
majority of stockholders in the state
of Nlinois-—were not suflicient basis
on which to restrain the holding of
the annual meeting and election,

In denying the petition, Judge Cuar-
penter said:

“As far as I can see the conduct of
this road iz the same now that it has
been for several years, | can see no
especial reason why the election should
not be held now, The conduet of the
elections in the pust appears to have
heen regulur and in accordance with
the luw."

unother grand jury drawn to com-
plete the work which the dischurged
Jury is suid to have left undone. This
ix said to be the first ecase of the
kind on record in New Mexico, and
Judge Lenhy's action cnused o sensa-
tion in legul vireles when it became
known,

SIX ARE INDICTED IN

Suntun Fe, N, M., April 12—Elfego
Baca prominent attorney, counsel for
Generul Jose Inez Salazar of Mexico,
and now facing trinl for the killing of
Celestino Otero in El Paso; Manuel U,
Vigil, district attorney for the Bernn-
lillo county distriet at Albuguerque,
and an attorney of bigh standing; Trin
ldnd €, de Buea, stute game and fish
warden of this city; Carlos Armijo
jniler of the Bernalillo county juil; Z. 4
Periillio Savedra of Albuquerque, and
Monico Aranda, were indieted by the
federa]l grand jury Saturday night on
two counts on the charge of conspir-
uey with each other and with the late
Celesting Otero to commit an offense
against the United States in the res-
cue and release of Jose Inez Saluzur
from the custody of the United States
marshal, in the Beraalillo county jail
ut Albuquerque on November 20 last,
Warrants for the arvest of these per-
sons were issued to the United States
marshal.

It is charged that the juiler, Carlos
Armijo, who was found cut und beat-
en und handeuffed to a post in the jail
vard, allowed Sulazar's cell to be op-
ened and allowed the prisoner to be
taken out. De Baea, Oterg and Arun-
da, the indictment stutes, drove an au-
tomobile belonging to de Baca, up to
the jail and thence took Salazar to a
“place of concenlment.”

Salugar is now in the field in west-
ern Chihuahun, Mex., at the head of
