LATE WAR NEWSR

Italy has invaded Austra. Official
announcement was made by the war
office at Rome today that Italian for-
ces hnd penetrated Austrian territory
along a line running about 40 miles
north from the gulf of Triests, cap-
turing four towns within two or three
miles of the frontier,

An Italian destroyer raided the Aus-
trian port of Boso, near the frontier,
destroying the landings, rallroad sta-
tion and barracks. Two Austrians
were killed, the first casuanlities offi-
cinlly reported in the new campaign.

It is regarded in London as probh-
able that the Austro-German army
will make the first important move by
striking at the Italinn center in the
direction of Verona.

Heavy fighding ix in progress once
more on the western end of the French
Belgian front, British, German and
French forees ure making attacks at
variouss point between Arras and the
coast. There is as yet no sign, how.
aver, of a general assault by the allies
such .as has been predicted.

Dispatches from Athens reiterate
the report that the Turkish attack on
Gallipoli peninsula, made with the
pick of the Ottoman army, was a fail-
ure. It is stated that wounded Turk.
ish soldiers, by the thousands, are ar-
riving in Constantinople and- that all
assaults have been repulsed by the
allies.

One of the Austrian warships which
took part in yesterday's attack on the
enst coust of Italy is believed in Rome
to have heen damaged. The ministry
of marine announced that n steamer
had sighted an Austrian warship with
a heavy list, and that it probably was
the vessel which attacked Barletta and
was driven off.

Fight uttacks were made by the
Germans Tuesday between Arras in
northern France and the Belgian coast
The French officinl statement of to-
duy asserts all three nttacks were re-
pulsed and that heavy losses were in-
flicted on the Germans,

AMERICAS MUST 8STAY TO.
GETHER SAYS CONFERENCE

Washington, D. C, May 26—The
Americas for America was a wall of
inviolability that no European nution
shall dare to violate, was the slogan
sounded today at the Pan-American
financial conference by Dr. Santiago
Perez Trinnn, delegate from Colom-
bin.

In a speech that stirred the confer-
ence, the Colombian delegate pictured
the prime minister of an unnamed Eu-
ropean nation, faced with the prob-
lems of over-population and restricted
territory at home, working for the
conquest of the untouched flelds of
the western hemisphere.

“We in America,” he said, “should
be prepared to make our inviolability
stronger every day. We have seen
what that inviolability means by this
war. There may be distrust even in
loving families. There may be dark
corners in the past history of this
continent, but let us see that in the
future our harmony is diaphanous,
transparent and clear, Let the na-
tions here represented in solemn and
formal fashion make it manifest that
none of them covet the territory of
any other and that the homes and
territory of each shall be respected.”

GERMANS ASK MORE TIME

London, May 25—The following dis-
patch was received today by the Ex-
change Telegraph company from Am-
sterdam:

“The German government has ask-
ed America for a further delay of u
week in its reply to the note concern-
ing the sinking of the Lusitania. In
all probability the note will be deliv-
ered at Washington on Saturday.

“It is stated in Berlin that the note
will be couched in very friendly terms
On account of the recent Italian com-
plications the feoling in Berlin re-
garding the United States is much
more calm. Everything possible will
de done to avoid trouble. German
submarines are to bhe instructed in
accordance with this policy, although
the note will explain that in principle
Germany cannot openly stop subma-
rine warfare.”

QUAY WILL GET $18,450

If the state highway bonds, total-
ing $500,000, are sold by State Treas-
urer O. N, Marron next month, as now
appears probable, Quay county will
receive $18,460; three of the twenty-
six counties of the state—Chaves,
Colfax and Grant—will receive $40,.
000 each for state highway building
and maintenance,

The law authorizing the highway
bonds provides that the money deriv-
ed from their sale shall be apportioned
to each county according to the full
amount contributed to the state road
fund,

There are sixteen counties that re
ceive less than Quay.
