BOYS AND GIRLS JOIN CLUBS

First Step In Organization Usually
Is to Get Support of Business
Men of Community.
iPropared by the United States Departs
ment of Agrivulture)

Poultry-breveding  assoclations  are
usually the outgrowth of ploneer work
In organlziug boys and girles into poul-
try clubs or of repeated efforts to lo-
terest producers In  better poultry
methods, In some Instances, however,
leaders In communities have exprossed
their deslre to mnke an effort to es-
tablish for themselves a business or
side llne that will add to their In-
comes a8 Individunls and likewise In-
erense the property of the communis
ty.

In such promising localities, the
first step in organization usually I8
to get the support of local business
men., In swnll towns many business
men own fariis and consequently are
interested In  agriculture, which in
turn benefits the various lines of busi-
ness, At the same time thelr nssist-
ance Is helpful In financing the nsso-
clntion. In fact this 15 frequently ae-
complished by Inducing the business
men's nssoclution to eontribute a suit-
ahle fund for stundard-bred stovk
which Is to be disteibuted amopg the
farmers who join the nssciation, Co-
operntion of that kind is usually ob-
talned easlly If the business men are
shown the advantnges of the organiza-
tion and how the Incrensed prosperity
eventunlly will benefit them,

Another plan that has proved to be
satisfactory In Overton county, Tenn,,
Is direct financlal assistance from the
banks. In this case the banks nd-
vanced $1,000 to be Invested In breed-

ing pens through the co-operation of
the poultry club agent and the county |

agricultural agent. Each pen consist-
ed of ten hens or pullets and a male
bird which cost on an average £2.00 a
bird. The pens were placed with club
members In the various communities,
Eunch person who recelved a pen guar-
anteed to return, after the first year
20 fowls In payment for the original
ten hens or pullets furnished him,
Those 20 standard-bred fowls, together

' with two selected male birds, were dl-

vided into two pens and the next year

Club Members Dusting a Hen With
Insect Powder,

| were given under the same conditlons

to two additional elub members, (One
of the requirements of the plan was
the continunnce of this "endless-chain®
system for five years, or untll every
mwember possessed at least one pen of
standurd-bred fowle. Thus the origin-
al pens have been multiplled by many

| hundreds, and the entire county has

become well stocked with one breed
of fowls,
