Women Vote at all School
Elections.

Women may vote at anyelec-tio-

in which the schools' are
concerned according to an opin-
ion rendered yesterday by the
Att'y General regarding bond
issue election for a school build-
ing at Clovis. This opinion is of
interest in that it broadens the
field in which women may play
a part, as the generally accepted
understanding has been that wo-

men could only vote for the elec-
tion of school directors. Attor-
ney General Clancy's letter fol-

lows:
July 7, 1913.

Mrs. S. C. Nutter,
Clovis, N. M.

Dear Mrs. Nutter: Your let-

ter of the 1st inst.. was received
on the 4th, but it has been im-

possible for me sooner to answer.
You say that there will be an

election in Clovis on the ques-
tion of a Bond issue, to raise
money for a school building, and
that there is some doubt wheth-
er women may vote upon the
matter:

Under Sec. 1 of Art. VII of
the State Constitution women
possessing the q lalifications
prescribed for male electors are
qualified electors at all school
elections. I think there can be
no reasonable doubt that the
comprehensive phrase "school
elections" includes every elec-
tion where any question is' sub-
mitted to a vote which relates to
ot affects the schools, whether it
be an election of school officers
an election as to the imposition
of special taxes, an election as
to the issue of bonds, or an elec
tion as to the establishment of a
county high school. These elec-
tions are all provided for in dif
ferent statutes and must be con
sidered as school elections.
