FRENCHWOMEN HELP

66,449 Enlisted Under Banner of
the-- Red Cross.

They Coma From Well-to-D- o Homea
and Have Exhibited Rare Herolam

In Devotion to Duty Equip
1,500 Hospitals.

Parla. There are now 66,449 women
In the French Red Croaa ' volunteer
army, equipping 1,500 hoapltala with
an aggregate of 118,000 beda. The
Red Croaa (lag now fliea above 288
buildings In Parla alone.

The Society for Aid to Wounded Sol-

diers, the largest of the three Red
Croaa organizations and the originator
of the work In France in 1864, expend-
ed 32,000,000rca. ($6,400,000) during the
first seventeen months of the war. The
society has operated 796 hospitals,
with 67,081 beds, and given a total of
21,000,000 days' care to wounded sol-

diers. Besides these hoapltala the so-

ciety maintains a hospital of S00 beda
at Salonlkl, ninety-thre- e refuges es-

tablished In the sixth and twentieth
military regions In France, soventy In-

firmaries In railroad stations and forty--

five railroad canteens.
The cost of maintenance of hospitals

varies bo much that It Is difficult to
establish average cost per capita per
diem, but aa near aa can be calculated
this society has brought lta cost down
to a little more than three franca (six-
ty cents) a day.

The I'nlon des Femmea de France,
the eecond In Importance of the Red
Croas societies, has 28,446 nurses,

quipping 356 hospitals, with 29,000
beds, while the Association des Dames
Francalses has 16,000 nurses, In 360
hospitals, with 22,000 beds.

The mortality among the Red Cross
nurses has been remarkably heavy
considering the character of their
work and the Immunity they are sup-
posed to enjoy under the international
regulations Twenty-tw- members of
the Society for Aid to the Wounded
Soldiers have given their lives to the
cause, some of them killed under shell
Are, others carried oft by contagious
diseases. The nurses of this society
have received sixty-thre- e epidemic
medals, sixty war crosses and one
oroaa of the Legion of Honor.

The first Red Croas victim of the
war was Mile. Susanne Gilles, who fell
at Lunevllle with her chest torn by
the fragments of a shell that burst In-

side the hospital ward where she was
attending wounded. The next was
Mile. Cagnard, at Cambral, who la de-

clared to have been shot point blank

by Prussian soldier firing Into the
hospital through the window. During
the bombardment of Reims seven
women of the Red Cross became vic-

tims of the bombardment. Including
Mme.

Many women of the Red Cross give
attention to men at the front who
have no one to remember them at
home.

Regarding the state of mind of
wounded soldiers now in the hospitals
aftor sixteen months of war, Mme.
Perouse, president of the Union dea
Femmea de France, said:

"They support their sufferings ad-

mirably and are much more anxious
to return to the front than were the
wounded In the hospitals last year
at this time. They talk about active
service with an enthusiasm that is
contagious.

HEAD STOPS SHELL
Private in Yorkshire Regiment

Keeps on Smiling.

Recovery Amaxea Surgeona Who Re-

move Large Piece of Metal From
Forehead and Another From

Behind Left Cheek.

London. During the preaent war
medical men have reported many re-

markable cases of the recovery of

wounded men caaea where a fatal ter-

mination aeemed Inevitable but It is

doubtful If there has been any aa
astoniahing aa the caae of Private O.

A. Dawson of the Tenth Yorkshire
regiment, who Is now in the King
George Military hospital, Stamford
street, S. E.

Private Dawson haa caused ao much
Interest among members of the medi-

cal profession that he baa been aeen
by acorea of leading surgeons.

Enough ahell has been removed
from Private Dawson's head to kill
many men. As Kipling said of the
late Lord Roberts:

"If you stood 'lm on 'is 'ead
You could spill a quart o' lead."

But with It all this "Tommy" Is able
to sit up In his bed, and be Is one
of the brightest and cheeriest aouls In
the ward.

Private Dawson, who Is the son of
a news agent of tllahop Auckland, Dur-

ham, went to France with hia regi-

ment last year, and after serving five
months In the trenches he was wound
ed on December 12.

He was In a village behind the linea
which waa being shelled, and before
he couM get to his "dug out" a shell
knocked him out.

Unconscious, he was taken to the
base hospital, and there, from a great
holo In the center of hia forohead di-

rectly above hia nose, there were re-

moved a largo piece of shell, a piece
of wood and part of his cap. For 20
days Dawson hovered between life and
death. His face became swollen and
black and nothing the surgeons could
do seemed to reduce the swelling.

On December 31 Dawson was re-
moved to a hospital at Boulogne, and
there he was put under the Im-

mediately on his arrival. In the pri-

vate's left cheek waa found a large
piece of ahell, which must have en-
tered through the holo in the forehead
and passed down the side of the nose.

On New Year's day Private Dawson
was operated upon again, and this
piece nf shell, which weighed two and
three-quarter- s ounces, was removed
by the way It. had entered, so that
there should not be a scar of any sort
on the private's cheek.

The piece of shell about a quarter
of an Inch thick, with torn and jagged
edges Is a relic prtxed greatly by Pri-
vate Dawson. Another remarkable
feature about the case Is that by a
further operation recently at the King
George hospital the sight of bla left
eye was aaved.

To use bla own expreaalon, the plec
of shell, when passing Into bis cheek,
"turned the lena of my left eye over."

A celebrated ophthalmic surgeon b&a

righted the lens of the eye, and In a
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company

placed voluntary women of the Red
Cross serving as nurses In some of the
military hospitals by paid Independent
nurses. ' The choice of nurses outside
the three Red Cross organizations de-

veloped considerable comment, but
there was In this no reflection on. the
devotion of Red Croas nurses; neither
does It bring their efficiency Into quoa
tion. Paid professional nurses are
mora adaptable to military discipline,
which must prevail in all military es
tablishments.

.MoBt of the women who devote
themselves to hospital work are from
well-to-d- classes; tbey are necessarily
ao, since they are required- - to give
not only their time and sometimes
their lives, hut also their money to
the cause. Some of them pay largely
for the privilege of serving the coun-
try as maids of all work; others pay
more dearly for the privilege of work-
ing as surgeons' aida and aa nursea.
Few of them wore before the war ac-

customed to the hard work of house
keeping, and some of them have
learned Its most elementary principles
In the hospitals
