SAND ROADS IN NEW MEXICO

The first highway construeted by this
method whs the  Delphos Road To
Roosevelt Connty The ronte  ean
through o sund lwdd O willes jong, 7
miles of which vonsisted of sand more
fhinn 80 o déep with pockots uf.l.lll-
Ruown depth. A stabe romd outfit in
chnrge of Mr Jones handled the work.
The vight of way was oleared of woeds
and grass and  the  sand  exenvated
dow 1o hard pin Fresnoeg wore used
for moviug the sand, which was &
posited in sl bimks,  The width of
the cut ol the bottom wias abour 12 .,
A narrow strip of ¢lay rogd hetween
high walls of loose sam] was constroct-
wel, and lefy to wetlon of the wind, The
spring and all winds swept away the
sand remalniig on the elay surface
and widened the highway from lts or-
Iginal width of 12 ft. to 38 ft. for the
entire length of B miles,

The surfuee of the cluy wax very ir
regular sl there were sand pockets
ranging from 50 in to § ft. In dopth
This surface was nok graded off until
the waste piles bad disappearsd and
the widenlng of the road by wind
seouring had tuken place.  If the pock-
eix wore less than 30 in. deep they
wore left to the actlon of the wind
and the wheols of vehbivies, If they
wore mote thun 10 In, deep clay was
hanled i and wsed to fll ther,

The Delphiv Road was constructed
jn 1916, The rond cost less than $500
per mile, which Ogures loclndes some
bettermeny work done daring the fole
lowing yeur. The maintensnes cost In
1018 was only about 20 per cent of the
cosg - of maintaining  the wdjoining
ClovisPortales Roads “plated” road,
tha origlinl cost of which was more
than $2,000 per wmile.
