Plans are now under way for the
eouvantion of dologates from towns
along the proposed north and south
voute from Colorado through Okla-
homs, New Mxico, and Texas to El
Paso, which will be held in Clovis
ot October 18th, sccording to D. W,
Jones, secretary of the Clovis Cham-
ber of Commaree.

Beginning st El Paso the new high-
way will connect with the Bankhead
National Highway and the 0ld Span-
ish Trall. From there it will puss
through Carlsbad and Lovington and
on to Tatum where it will crom the
Dixle Overland Highway, the South-
arn Natlonal Highway and the Bord-
oviand Highway, Thenee it will ex-
tond through Portalos to Clovie where
it will intorseet the Oxark Truils, the
Postal Highway, the Abo Pass Route
and the Bankhead National Highway.

From Clovis the route will extend
through Grady to Tucumesri where it
again cromes the Osark Tralla and
the Fort to Fort Highwny, and on
through Logsn to Clayton where it
cromon the Colorado to Gulf High-
way, and the Notlomal Park Gulf
Highway.
