It is through this gnte that Cardinal
Jacobini entered into the higher politi-
cal Ife.

Fach local
soclety, rallying around s  parlsh
church, dependsd upon the general or-
gazlzation. Rarely has any adimints-
‘trative machine besn kept so strictly

tendency of the church. A Roman, full
of piety, of learning and of falth, he
has pianted’ the aszqciations under the
direction of the Holy Father. Henece
arises his popularity and Rkie appoint-
ment to the wicariate. T Romans
look upon him a2 thelr benefactor, thalr
foster father. His selectlon will be ae-
claimed with enthusinsm by all Nome.
May his strencth, which has been
drawn upon by a jong liness, not fall
below his good will or hia devotion.

We learn at the same time of the pro-
motion of His Emineane Cardinal Agli-
ardi to the post of prefect of the Con-
gregation of Sacred Indulgences.

It is gald that General Butler, pre-
vious to the war, sent a series of dig-
putchen warning the government
against attacking the Buers, giving de-
talls of thelr condition for war, which
have heen verified by rscent events.
But hie dispatlches were very distaste-
ful to the government, and were put
away outl of elght, and General Butier
was harshly critichsed,

General Butler, It seems, drew atten-
tion to the way in which the English
were misled by the blindness of the
Intelligence department. which, from'!
what has taken plite, was totally un-
aware of, or purposely misinformed by
the Boers as to their arms and numert-
cinl strangth,

It s well known here that British
agents of the intelligende department
were sent from time to time to find out
what the Boers wera doing in the way

of armament. The PBoers knew all
about It, but simulated nalvete, and
conducted the vigitars around forts

which they chose fpr thelr own pur-
poses, where old guns were set up and
shown with an affectation of pride by
Prestdent Kruger's men, who were
ounming enough to inepire strangers by
their pinusihilits.

Thus the British intelilgence depart-
ment received the most minute resorte
of the calibre, range and number of the
cannon Dossessed by the Boers, but
were merely gulled by the wilyv hurch-

Krupps, were 8o carefully hidden that
