Rochambeau.

Rochambeau, untll
wis unknown to

most Amerlcans. The unvelling of
the statue of this brave hero who
played an important part In the war
of independence, brings to light the al-
most unforgotten history of French
sympathy with the struggling colonjes;
Sennlors and  members of cobgreds,
when asked by @ correspondent of the
Transcript who Rochambeau wus, dn-
swered:

“A Frenchman whiy was with Lofuy-
eite’

A Frtnvhm;}n who gave money to
the cause of American Independence.

“A French officer who took part in
the revolutionary war” and

“One of the French who fought with
us at the battl® of Brandywine”

He was a Frenchman who had for
vears won many laurels in his notive
land, In hiz bravery and military tac-
tles Ring Lonis XV1 had the mast
ablding faith. As an expréssion of his
sympathy withthe colonles =eekKing
thelr independence, the king sent Ro-
chambean o aid them In thelr strug-
gle to be free men. His arrival in this
counfry was subsequent to Lafavette,
After landiog he was pluced in com-
mand of 6000 French soldlers who did
more than yeomanry work In bringing
the war to a cloke, He took purt In
the sicge of Yorktown and materially
alded in §ts caplure. After the war
closed he returnixi to hig niktive coun-
try where he received universal plaud-
its from hig countryment. But like
Bruius, the fickle Frenchmen during
the revolution charged thelr distine
gulahed military leader, who shed his-
ter on the French natlon, with the ter-
rible orime of aristocrncy, and being a
membir of nn old noble famliy., That
wie too much for the red-handed revo-
iutionlsls, and the sentence of the
tribunal was death. Before the time
appolnted for his exevution chame, the
tubles were turned und Nobesplerre
himself was condemned and execnted,
#nd Rochanmbeau declapsd fros. After
he _\\‘Eﬂ liberated, he served his country
and siQnd In the fromt rank of milltary
commanders during & part of Na-
poleon's relgn. The honor paid to his
memory In the unveiling of his maony-
ment ghows thut the woiks of brave
medn are not forgotten, Amerjean Erat-
itade for the part taken by France (n
publie. was clenrly manifested In the
honors pald to the French represen -
tives sent here to take part In the copss
monies of dedicating  the monument
