miners union and the adoption in the
anthracite regions of the wagescale
system The principal operators as
represented by the heads of the coal
carrying railroads stuck steadily to

their doctrine that it is not feasible to
regularize labor conditions in the
hard coal regions An easy reply of
course is that in spite ofthe different

I conditions prevailing in different parts-
of the anthracite field the capitalists
themselves have succeeded in forming-

a combination by which they have
completely eliminated competition
with the result of regulating the total
output aid controlling the market
price-

In refusing so persistently to deal
with the miners the operators would
seem to tie challenging public opinion
rather boldly For these operators are
in effect the railroads themselves
Contrary to established principles and
to the laws of mot states and coun ¬

tries the roads have gone beyond their
legitimate functions as common car¬

riers and have assumed monopolistic
control of a necessary article of traf-
fic

and ordinary use This relation of
the railroads to the mining shipping-

and marketing of coal is at the basis
of the whole anthracite trouble-
of general industry
