Buat it 1s undeniable. The New Testamont gives
us evidence aftor eyidence of the truth. God him-
self forctold His resurrection. The Epirvit of proph-
tox rested upon Him, and st times, for the sike
of His followers, Jle hfted the veil that hangs
bexond and roveuled the vision, dimly it may Lave
been, of future trivmph and glory. 8 Whon gome
wotld ask Him for a sign. o spoke of the sign of
Jonas the Prophet: “For as Jonus was in the
whale's belly three days and three wights, so shall
the Son of Man be in the heart of the eacth thrée
davs and three nights.” When about to go up 1o
derusalem for the last time. Tle foretold what would
happen to the Son of Man:  “They shall deliver
Him to the Gentile to he mocked and scoueged il
criucified, and the third day Ie shall vise again.”

These are but examples of Ilis declarations to
the effect that His snffering would he followed by
jov.  His night by day, His death by victory, His
words were so understood and acted upon by ihe
vulers .of the Jows: *Sin)' they said to Pilate,
“wo have remembered thit that soducer spid while
he was yet alive. After three days § will rise aguin.
Command, therefore, that the sepulelre by guardod
till the thied day, lest his disciples come and steal
hit away and sy 1o the people: He is risen from
the dead. The Jews, therefore, were prepared - for
uny trickery.

The lifeliss hody wus placed in the tomb, a
spovidl detachment of Roman soldiers: with instruc-
tions toomore than ordinary vigilance, wos placed
om guard and the tomb tself was officially sealed.
Despite these megsures, defying the seal of Rome
and its Roman guardiaus, Christ rose triumphantly
from the dead. Om the very doy of His Resurrec-
tion He appeared ante the vepenTant and the re-
Joicing Mugdalen, then to Peter, Fig Chosen Vi-
cur, and to John, His beloved iliseiple. In the
cvening of the same day, He walked with two of
His followers to the town of Emmaus, and later
appeared to 118 pssembled Apostlis,

After the first day at leust six separste ap-
penrances are recorded.  As before 1lis death,
now after His reswrrection, He conversed with His
Apostles, spoke to His disciples, ate and drank
with them. He brought cértainty to the deubiting
Thomas, the scoptic apostle, whose fault be-
got those consoling words: “Blessed are they
who have not seen and have believed™ Tpon
a mountain in Galilee, in the midst of five
hundred people, beside the sscred shores of - the
