dinner on Thursday and my guests likevariety would not take them a

the latter for it Jack knew the doc-

the doctors long shooting trips Jack
would plant himself somewhere in the
doctors way home and dispose of his
birds at double the market price Jack
lived alone in a little cottage on the
boreen below the tailors house He
cared not for company and at night he
never left his own hoinc

would say for in the daytime I hav
me birds an in the nlgnt I have me
pinny readings

Many an evening I have stolen down-
to Jacks house after my supper and
entering in I found Jack seated on a
stool reading T D Sullivans works
by the light of a candle which was
placed on the hob He heeded not my
entrance only pointed with his finger-
to another stool and continued reading
When he had the poem or story read
he would look at me over his specta-
cles and then fixing them more firmly-
on his nose he would say

Listen to this avic machree for Its
grate intirely and then he would read
for me in a sing song voice what he
himself had just finished reading

When he had done he would close the
book and fixing his eyes on the fire for-
