She sct out with an olllcer to llnd
her eounsel, had hiin arrested, and at the
sherill's olllce surrendered him up. Late
in the afternoon an odlcer, with Hertrand
in custody started for Itayinond-stre- et

jail,Hrooklyn. On the way the prisoner
asked permigsiou to get a fiandwich in a
saloon near the court-hous- e, and whilo
inside he passed to a closset and therc
shot himself through the lieart, falllug
back dead Into thearnis of the olllcer who
rushed to the spot.
