feet. Wo have seen them extontl more
than two foot. l!ut tho ditanco whleh
the roots of plants will sproad dopend
on the coudition and charaetor of the
soil ; no doubt. if a plant liko a cabbage
bo set in a liard soll that ha been ina-nur-

only in tlio hill, thore boing no

curreut of ldant food comintr from out- -

lde of the hill, tho roots would natural-l- y

mako a notwork over and through tho

nianure jilaced in tlie hill, and would
havo no Indueeinent to jjrow boyond; it
would bo vory slii;ular indooil if tlioy
did: but a nlant set in a oll that i mado
very loo-- o and llght by niixini; tho nia
nure with it, will a a natural

send lts root Uuijj distances in
variou directions, becatHo of tho

stroaui of plant food that llll tho
soll; and that a plant tlms almndantly
suppliod would mako a nioro rapid
fjrowth than one with its roots contlued
to a llmitod sjiace, thore can bo but little
doubt lu faet, experience provos Uiis to
bo so.
