sold hlui at flvo years old, he thinks, to
riillin Battell for some party. I boufiht
hiin In Krklport.

Locklin Walnwright of Middlebury
says: TheKrandam of lllack Maria was
a dark iron-gra- y, sliort-lcgge- d, heavy
bodied mare; she got mlrcd and dled wlicn
I was perhaiis 13. lllaek Maria was her
lat colt. (IuthisMr. Wainwrlght would
appear to be niistaken, as all other wit--

nesscs say tlmt the bay mare Doll by
riKunix was foaled a nuniber of years
later.) The IJart mare had two colts at
least; one we sold to I)an Shay. Jllaek
Maria's dam wns middllng rangy, very
long hips, not so long legs as Hlaek Ma-

ria. Woitld welgh about 1000 lbs. Tho
Hrst colt of tho Dart mare was the sorrel
or llght bay geldlng that we sold Shay
Ho bought him when about slx years
old. C'ub horsc, I thlnk, was from the
dam of Black Maria. Scsslons got him

bought plne lot whero Fishcr llves

Cub was a good roadster, good slzc
ono of the bcst horscs around hero tlien;

Erastus Dart came later and bouglit the
Zeno placc, I thlnk hc wcnt back to
Weathersfield aftcrwards. Josiah Dart
had four sons, Harry, Justus, Gcorge and
Schuyler. Justus is dcad, thc othcrs may
bo Hving. Harry is oldcr than I. Jim
Fitts would know thoir addrcss or Mr
Capen of Goshen. Thc Darts bought a
farm lu Goshen and Justin Dart married
Mr. Capen's sister. Josiah brought a
dark gray mare with him and raiscd
from her some colts, thelr blood was
quite notcd; Wceks had 0110, and Howard
had ono aftcr.

Mr. Howard of Salisbury says : My fa
ther, Ellery Howard, bought of John
Ilurdett in 1820 an iron grav mare 1000
pounds ccrtaln short, thlck-se- t, clo
bullt, sold her to Mark Ilaskell. ;'eeks
had thc sanie kind, vory cxcollcnt, a dap-
ple gray.

Mr. Manning sold thc hotcl to Cook
he had two sons, John and William, now
about 70 if alive.

llailcy Thomas says : I workcd for
Mr. Wainwright in 1S35.

Morgan horso that irot killcd on Lake
Dunmore. Hc bought him of Sevcranco
ibout 53 years ago : owned him three or
four years ; I think it is 55 years sincc he
was killed; a vory handsoinc horse, about
1000 pouud; low, full blood Morgan

Joiiu Kace, about N years old. says
"Unclo Charles Eager, had a chestnut
stallion ; he was a plaguey nice lmr-

Abner Mooro had a gray stallion tlmt he
got up iu Canada and that was called
French horso; this was about '21; doe
not remember any other gray stallion
town."

John P. Kelsey says : "Unclc Charle:
Eager had a chestnut stallion."

Portus Chanipliii, Esii., of East Mid
dlebury docs not rcnienibcr tho Harri
Hambletoiiian ovcr stauding at Middle
bury, although ho reiueniber.s him
havhig been kept by the Eddys at New
Havcn Mills lu 1829 as before stated. II
says McDanlclls had the Gifl'ord Morga
aml tho Cook Horo at tho samc tlmc
and ho thinks this before Cook owned the
horse.

Several niouths ago wo loarned that
gentleinen living In Canada who knew
the stallion Hoyal Georgo, from which
has descended a nuniber of notcd trotters
wcre not lucnucu to acccpt tne pcdigrec
glven him by thc author of the "Ameri
can Trotting Hcgistcr.'' Ilelieving that
any new facts which mlght be brought
to liglit concerniiig tho origin of the pa-

terual ancestors of thc gainespeedy lllacl
Whirlwlnd of tho East, as Thomas Jell'er-so- n

(2:23) was familiarly known, a lctter
of inquiry was sent to F. A. Ashbaugh
Esq., of Hamilton, Ontario, to whosi
courtcsy we are indebted for tho follow
lng interesting facts :

Hamilton-- , Xov. 20.1SS7

nor: Just oue year ago I received
letter from you asking if I could enlight-e- n

you concernlng the pedigree of
Old I?oyal George. I wrote you
at oncc that I believcd the correet pedi
gree had ncver been published, and from
informatioii I now posscss I llnd I was
right. Although I can trace tho brecding
back a little farther than stated, yet tho
orlgin of thc grandslrc and grandani wlll
probably always rcmalu shrouded iu
mystery.

"Old Hoyal George was a dark brown
slxtecn-liande- d horsc, foaled 1814, got by
llarnes s arnor. arrior was got by
an importcd horse, afterward takcn to
Long Island, and was out of a mare by
old Illack Tippoo. Amos llarucs, who is
still alive, bouglit Wnrrlor from a Mr
Cushman, who knew both the slro and
iiam 01 tnat norse, uut could not glvc
any other pedigree. The Tippoo famlly
has been protty well traced out. Ac
cordlng to tho published rccords of tho
Ontario agricultural coimulsslon, the
Tippoo famlly orlginated with Isaao
Morden of Prince Edwanl county, ncar
llelleville, In 181C or 1818. Tho origlna
fouiider was Old lllack Tippoo, whicl
was the produco of a mare brought to
Canada from the States by a prcache
nauicd Howard. This maro was In foal
when Mr. Morden got hcr, and produccd
thc black colt in 1817.

"I bclleve you have nlready unravelled
tho Tippoo mystery, thercforo I Jeaye

that part as bclng scttlcd. Tho dain of
Itoyal George wns bouglit by Mr. TI10111- -

l'rancls of New Saruin (ncar St.
'lioinas) from a .Mr. Illlllngtoii of Mid

dlebury, Vt. Sho was sald to bo by
Ilarris' Hambletoiiian or llristol Ilamble- -

tonian. Mr. Franels bred her to Wnrrlor
ml In tho year 1SII old Hoyal Georgo

was foaled. Mr. sold lilm to
Mr. Forsbee, who sold hlni to Mr. Mun- -
gcr, who sold to Mr. Douglierty, heiico
tho naine of the Forshce Horsc nnd
Dougherty's Hoyal Georgo.

"Therc is 110 doubt that Hoyal Georgo
must have had a good deal of hot blood
iu hls yclns, for ho was made famous as

quartcr-inil- e runiier,aiid In oldeu tlmes,
when wc wanted horses of all ways of
golng, hc was thc champion of Canada
for three miles inixed, yiz., ono uillc
walk, one milo trot and one inilo run. 1

will not mendon any of the trotters de
scended from the loins of Hoval George,
mt hc was evindciitly of good ruiinlng

stock, as ho was tho slrc of Palcriuo.
wlniier of the Quecn's Plate, which was

Tho abovo sliows conclusively that old

toyal Gcorge was rcinarkably vcratllc,
soinowhat I'cscinbling tho original Justin
Morgan in liis nccouiplNhuicut, but hav- -
ng a great advantagc ovcr tho lattcr in

polnt of sizc. Ihc fact that he was the
sire of sucli a racc horse as Palermo is
ncws to us, and sliows conclusively tlmt
io could not have been of plcbelan ori

gin.

very interesting work couiprisiug the re
port of tlio coinmls.sloncrs of the Ontario
jigricuiiurni couiunssion, lor wli eh wo
icknowlcdgc our tlmnks to Mr. Ash- -
uaugn. bncaklnir of tho ancestrv of
Hoyal Georgo this report states tlmt:
"Tho Tippoos and Hoyal Georges are
cinphatlcally .1 Canadian stock. They
orlginated with Isaac Morden of Prince
Edward county, ncar llelleyllle, or Xap-ane- ,

lu 181( or 1S18. The original found
cr was Tippoo, stylcd Old lllack Tippoo
He was the produce of a mare that wa'
brought to Canada, it is said, from tlio
United States, by a preaclier, Mr How-
ml. Sho was in foal when Mr. Morden
obtaincd her from Mr. Howard. and she
produccd this black colt in the sprlng of
18L. Ihc suo of Tippoo was ncver
known, though it has been claimctl
witliout proot that lic also belouged to
the L'nited States.

"From Tippoo we had Wnrrlor. War
nor was a direct deceiul:tiit of Tippoo

arrior s inother was an EnglNli-bre- d

mare belonging to an ollleor of the army
of the 1st HoyaU. She was of tho War-ri-or

llneage. aml was brown, although
the Tippoo famlly was black, aml lroin
her we lmvo a brown horse, which is
known as Illack Wnrrlor. IIIs owuer,
Mr. Johnson, in 1M0 intcnded to takc
thc horsc to Miehigan, but 011 liis way ho
got lame,and was traded to a Mr. llarnes,
living twenty nilles outh of I.omloii,
who kejit him uiitil he died. Many of
hls get wcre pacers.

"From the vcins of Wnrrlor we have
Hoyal George, aml from thc loins of
Hoyal George we have the het breed of
hor.es that cvcr llved in Canada."

In tho abovo statcmcnt 110 inoution is
made of the breeder of Warrior. This
would seein to iudlcate that tho aecouut
of hls orlgin wasgiven to the author by
parties whom he cousidered triistworthy.
but who lu turn had thc iuforuiatiou
from other parties. The flrst aiitheiitic
informatiou concerniiig lilm seonis to be
that he was owned by a Mr. Johnson,
who tradcd him to a Mr. llarnes. Mr.
Ashbaugh has takcn the trouble to get a
statcmcnt from Mr. llarnes, who owned
Illack Warrior at and for cvoral years
prior to the time of liis dcath. concerniiig
that horso, and very kindly forwarded lt
along with tho report above iueiitioiied.
Mr. llarnes had evidently carcfiilly rc.nl
tho aecouut of Warrior as glven In the
commissloner's report. Hls stateincnt,
which dill'crs very materially from the
report iu some importatit poiuts, is as
follows :

"Dcar Sir I hero cxplain what I know
ubouttheWarriorHor.se. I bought him
from one Ctishnian, who movcd herc
from Itay county, so called, in 1839, and
settled in Southwoold. Cushman bouglit
him when clght or nlne years old, from
the person who raiscd him, and llved iu
tlie same nelghborhood. This man said
Warrior was sired by an importcd horso
brought out by an Ensli5h ollleer, and
was from a breed of horses called Warri-
or. The ollleer took the slre of Warrior
to Long Island and sold hhn. The dam
of Warrior was a tlne brown mare from
the Tippoo breed. This is where the
Tippoo coines in tlie pedigree of Warrior.
It was tlie sire of Warrior which was
importcd instead of liis dam. Warrior
was slxtcen hands high, well proportion-cd- ,

of a dapple-brow- n, not black, and
good-temperc- Now this is the only
pedigree I could get, and I think it ls

true, as 1 got lt from the man who knew

both slro and dam. Now for the pedlgreo

of Hoyal George. Ho was sired by tho

Warrior. Mr. Thomas Franels owned
tho mare, which camc from tlio States.
She was a dark bay aml well mado all
around. As for the pedigree of tho dam,
I thlnk tho book 1ms a fair aecouut cx-

cept as to my ownlng her, which I ncv-

er did, also as to hcr belng crlpplcd.
She mlght have been lame when Franels
got hcr, but she was not crlppled as glv-

en In tho book. You wlll sco by com-parin- g

my statcmcnt with that wrlttcn
In tho book tlmt thcio Is some dliTercuee
as to tho owners of tho Warrior, etc.
Hoyal George got hls name from tlio

Warrior, as the latter wcnt by tho namo

of George, and he knew lt as well as I

did; Hoyal was put to George, maklnJ
lt Hoynl George. sold Hoyal
Georgo to who trnveled hlnl

Douglierty lu Caledonia. It Is ovcr fort
years slnec I parted with tho Warrlorl
but I can almost uhvays tcll tho brcctl

DANIEL LAMBERT.
Though our town could not vle wltli

tho Isllngton Hcrculcs, wo have pro-
duccd the largest and hcavlcstiuan In thr
world. Danlel Lainbert and mysclf werc
boys together; aml, as I llved ncxi
door to him, I watchcd hls growth foi
several years. At thc ago of tcn, he wa'
1 tall, strong lad, of a very qulct dlsposl-
tlon, not at all Incllning to bc jolly, bm
possesslngn lliieopencountenanco. S001
attcr tlic ago of fourteen, ho bcgan ti
tbickcn rapldly ; likc Mild with thc calfj
I have often carricd him 011 my back, but
not when ho becamc nn ox. Hc was vcrv
fond of bathing, and hls cornulcncy cn- -

abled him to perfonu extraordinary feats
iu tlie watcr. Hc was thc cnvy of boys
who werc learning to swhn; for, whllc
they wcre struggling to kccp thelr headf
above watcr, hc would lic, llko a whalo.
motlonlcss tipon tho surface. During the
sumnicr niouths hc ncver was so hannv

when wallowing for hours in tho rlv
cr, rolling ovcr and ovcrlikoahlppopota- -

inus; aml as hls weight lncrcased thl
desiro lncrcased also. Thc irreat use h
mado of this luxury, probably relaxcd
thc skin, and tended to increase hls bulk
Mr. Lainbert was hlghly senslfive upoi:
the suliject of his huge appearance; aml
when he vcntured out, was aware that II

drew upon lilm tho gcneral gaze. Wltl
a cultivated inlnd, I mlght say, above hi
station 111 llfc, he could not bcar this

and soon gave up hls ordinary
walks, rcniainlngconstantlyathomc. A
life so scdentary operatcd to makc him
still moro corptilent. In summcr h
could only cnjoy tho fresh air by sitth:
at his door and that always witliout hl:
coat. I)r. Ilaguc, tho unlverslty profes
sor of music at Cambridge, liaving callctl
upon me, I took him to sec tlic Homai
curiosity, the Jewry wnll, nenr to Nich
olas' church, and as we wcre golng to vicv
me ruin wnere king iiiciianl lli. passed
the night beforc tho liglit in Iloswortl
Field, we had occasion to pass Jlr. Lam
bert's housc. Ho was sittingat thc door
aml the iiiomeiit 111 v friendcauglita sigh
of hhn, In a llt of astouishuiciit he mad
a full stop and exclaimed "Mercy on us
what a sight:" I walkcd 011, knowin
how much Mr. Lainbert dislikci
the rude gaze of a stranger, and enterei:
into conversation wltli him to takc ofl tln
etl'ectof Hague's astonishnient; but Lam
bert lollowed thc little doctor wltli his
keen eyc and frowned upon him as I11

jiassod us till ho was out of sight. Oi:
rcjoining tho professor I found lilm so
lilled with anmzemciit that the sigbts I
liad 111 storc for him claimed nouo of

compareil with what ho had
uncxpectedly sccn. Tho quantlty ol
cloth rcquired to make hls clothes wa
imniense. When hc walkcd thcre was a

llglitness In hls step that was surprising;
he liad a voiee cle.ir and agrccable, nmi
sang wltli easc and taste. He was rc-

inarkably tcnipcrate, and frcqucntly tried
the experimeiit of abstincnco witliout
auy apparent dimiuutiou of bulk. When
unrestraincd ho would eat an cntire leg
of miittou. Mr. Lainbert wasexceeding-l-y

fond of thc sports of the fleld and was
eurious in tlio breed of hls dogs aml
game fowls, which attracted to his house
many country gentleinen. This was a
delicate way of satisfyingthclrcuriosity;!
aml, by the sale of thcso auimals some-- J

tlilng was contrlbuted to his support.
This sourcc of revenue, however, bcgan
to declinc andhiscircumstaiices.at length
compelled hhn to form an alllance with
Mr. Pearson, mucli against his will; and
ho llrst submitted to be shown fora sight
in Piccadilly, London. When I visited
town, I called upon lilm as a fricnd, and
soon discovered that ho was distressed at
my sceinghimlnasituation sodegrading.
Ho got up froin his enormous chair (a
thing he rarely did) and shook me by
thc hand. That hls scnslblllty was
wounded was evident duritig my stay,
by tho rcbuff he gave a gentlem.in hc
thouglit too particular in his luquirlcs.
He died, aged 30, at Stamford, on the
21st of Junc, 1809, and when last welghed
he was 52 stones, 11 pouuds; but he had
so much lncrcased since that tlmc that
hls attendant told mc ho probably could
not bc less than 57 stono3 at the time of
his deccasc Gardlncr's Music of
Frionds.
