The New Orleans Affair Again.
Tlie report of the grand jury at Xew

Orleans has been publbhed. It llnds, as
the result of its lnvetigat!ou iuto the
murder of the Italians by the populace,
that at least three of the iurynien wlio
heard the case of the slayers of Cliief of
I'olice Hennessy were bribed. Xo

is found agalnst any one con-cerii-

ln kllling tlie eleven Italians.
Why nothlug was done iu that dlrection
Is thus explained :

"The condition of afl'alrs in this com-muni- ty

the participants in faet, the act seemed
to involve the entlre people of the parish
and city of Xew Orleans. Iu view of
these considerations tlie thorougli

of tlic subject has falled to
disclose the necessary facts to justify
this grand jury Iu presentiug indict-meiits- ."

With regard to tlie nationality
of the inurdered nieu the grand jury say
that eight of theni were umiuestioiiably
Amcrican cltizeus and one liad declarcd
his iiiteutlon of becoining such. The

is that the other two were clti-
zeus of Italy, tliough the jury doesn't
say so.

It now rcmalns to be scen what Italy
will do. Secretary Hlaine has argued,
and rightly, that the federal governinent
could uot move iu the matter till the
State authorltles had rcached some n.

That concluslon. whicli seems
to be a laiuc and luipotciit one at best,
havlng been proniuigated, Italy will
want tlic federal authorities to do sonie- -

teresting.
