Williamstown Roads Closed to
Autos.

The following item of exclusion of
automobiles and motor vehicles from a
large number of roads at Williamstown,
Mass., is in the line of action that is
beginning to be adopted throughout e
country.

A letter from the Secretary of State
of Maine, recently received by us in
answer to one of inquiry, states that
automobiles have been excluded entire-l- y

from a number of towns in Maine,
and from certain roads in a number of
other towns.

The same has been done at dilTerent
localities in Massachusetts, and alt,o at
certain points in the Western States,
New York and Canada.

"Automobiles and motor cycles are
excluded from twelve roads in the town
of Williamstown, by an order passed by
the pelectmen and approved by thehigh-wa- y

commissioners as consistent with
the public interests. The roads thus
closed as Stone Hill, Bee Hill, Oblong,
Petersburg, Torrey, Woodcock, Sloane,
Luce, Hopper, Stratton, Blair, and
Roaring Brook."

TWO KILLED BY AUTO.

Anto Was Corrylng Batoon of Leo
Stevens When Collision with

Wagon Threatened.
New York, Sept. 29. -- Parker Norton,

owner of the Mineola Press, and Ed- -'

ward Baker, proprietor of the Mineola
garage, were instantly killed
in an automobile accident near Mineola,
L. 1.

The two men were returning to the
village with the baloon of Leo Stevens,
the aeronaut.

The automobile, brought from the
factory for tests over Long Island roads,
was driven by William Watson, a New
York demonstrator, who escaped with
slight bruises.

Watson, driving at a moderate rate of
speed, turned quickly to avoid a collision
with a farmer's wagon. The machine,
striking a deep rut, swerved into a

pole.
Watson was thrown head first over

his steering wheeland landed almostun-injure- d

in a sand bank. Both his s,

however were thrown heavily
against the telegraph pole.

Their skulls were fractured and both
must have died instantly.

Another automobile had already gone
on to Mineola with Stevens and his fel-lo- w

aeronaut, Dr. Daniel Lucas, a
celebration official. After

waiting nearly half an hourfor Watson,
Mr. Stevens became alarmed and start-e- d

back.
Coming upon the wrecked machine

Mr. Stevens found Watson sitting half
dazed on a sand bank and the bodies of
Norton and Baker lay near by. The
automobile was completely wrecked but
the bundle containing Stevens's baloon
had been thrown to the side of the road
and was not harmed.

The farmer, who had been the inno-ce- nt

cause of the wreck, had gone on
without stopping and it seemed appar-en- t

that the rumble of his cart had
drowned the noise behind him and that
he knew nothing of the accident.

MOTOR KILLS LAD- -

Stumbled Into an Automobile Driv-
en by Thomas Burns, of Brook

lyn, and is Picked up Dead.
An unidentified boy, about twelve

yearsold, was run down and instantly
killed last night by an automobile said
to have been driven by Thomas Burns.
The accident happened at the corner of
100th street and Central Park West,
while the boy was running to catch a
southbound street car.

At the time of the accident Burns
was driving south at a moderate rate of
speed. With all his attention riveted
on the car he was trying to catch, the
lad did not notice the approaching auto-
mobile and practically ran into it. He
was knocked down and the heavy wheels
passed over his body, killing him in-

stantly.
Burns stopped his machine, but was

so overcome by the accident that he was
unable to lend a hand in getting the boy
