Middlebury Hlgh and Rutland
Play Tle Game.

The Middlebury High School foot- -

ball team played Rutland High
School team to a standstill Thursday
afternoon on the local grounds, tho final
score being 0 0. The field was wet
and slippory but in spito of this tho
playing- was fast throughout the game.
Tho forward pass and trick plays were
used extensivoly by both'sides, there
being but few line plays.

The game started by Hayward kick- -

ing o(T to W. Huntley who received the
ball on his line and made a

run around'left end. Hero Middle- -

lebury was held for downs and thej'.ball
went to Rutland. After two downs
Chaso made a forward pass Hayward
gaining zo yarus. rive yarus more
were gained through the line and a run
around loft end brought the ball to Mid- -

dlebury's five-yar- d line.
Here tho Middlebury players put up

an excellent defense and again recov-ere- d

the ball. M. Huntley made a
20 yard run around loft end after
which time for the first period was
called.

The second period began with the ball
in Middlebury's possession on Rutland's
30 yard line. Rutland got the ball on a
fumble, and after advancing several
yards lost it downs. The ball then
chamred hancls twice anu this periou
ended with the ball in Middlebury s pos
session on Kutland's cl hno.

In the third period Hayward kicked
off to Pond Middlebury's
line, he making a sensational
run around right end bringing the ball
dangerously close to Rutland's goal
line. At this point of game. as re-su- lt

of iniuries. Bencdict of the local
team was taken from the game and
Corkran was shifted from left guard to
center, Shea replacing Corkran at left
guard. Middlebury lost the ball on
downs and as Rutland failed to make
the required distance the ball went to
Middlebury atrain. Tho local team car
ried the ball to within one yard of the
goal posts where they were held for
downs and the third period ended with
the ball in Rutland's possesssion on her
own hve-yar- d line.

In the final period of the game a
punt brought the ball into safe

territory. Here made a sensa-
tional run and after two downs
in which tho Rutland bovs lost yards
Middlebury got the ball on a punt just
before time was called.
