TWO WRECKS ON RUTLAND

Two Killcd at Rutland and Three
at Bennington.

Two men, firemen, were killed and
three other trainmen were soriously in- -

jured Friday night at 9:55 o'clock when
u doubleheader freight train collided
with the switch engine which was
shunting anempty freight car about tho
yard near the fair grounds of tho Rut
land County Agricultural society at
Rutland.

Harry B. Miller, fireman on the sec-on- d

engine of the double train, was
killed instantly and his body was hor-ribl- y

mangled.
W. W. Andrews, Castleton Corners,

fireman on switcher, left leg nmputat-ed- ;
right leg broken. Died from his

The injured are:
C. A. Squires, Rutland, fireman on

first engine of the freight, burned but
not seriously injured.

Frank Snow, Rutland, engineer on
first engine, slightly bruised and burned,
suffering from shock.

G. E. Rawson, Rutland, brakeman
on the freight, bruised; suffering from
shock.

Train No. 29 due in this city at 7:35
o'clock was running two hours late and
the switch engine was shunting the
empty freight car from tho Stewart
siding to the fair grounds siding when
the trains came together head on. The
freight was hauling 41 cars and there
were two engines, one following the
other. Those first at the scene claim
that a heavy fog prevented the seeing
of the head lights on either train.

With a crash that could be heard for
a long distance the trains came to
gether head-o- n and several cars were
derailed while the second engine of the
train was practically demolished. Miller,
who was at his post in this engine was
killed outright.

The car, directly following the sec-

ond engine on the freight was forced
onto the top of the tender of the en
gine.

Help was immediately obtained from
men about the barns at the fair grounds
and soon after physicians and ambu
lances were on the scene. The injured
men were rushed to the Rutland City
hospital while Rawson was taken to his
home in an automobile.

The cars were badly smashed and
many of them left the iron. The rails
were torn up for several hundred feet
and traffic was tied up all night, the
sleepers going to Albany, N. Y., by
way of the Delaware and Hudson rail- -

road.
Miller, whose body was found a short

distance from the wreck, was 23 years
old. He is survived by his wife and a
two months' old baby.

Bennington, Sept. 8. Three train-
men are dead and a dozen persons
suifering various injuries as a result of
a collision between the Bennington
local and the milk train running between
Alburg and New York city, a mile out
side the Bennington railroad yards last
night at 7:35 o'clock.

The milk train was one of the first to
get by the wreck at the Rutland fair
grounds, which occurred Friday nicht,
and the wrecking crew which was en
gaged in cleaning up the results of that
wreck was summoned here before it
had done more than clear the track for
traffic.

When the collision occurred the milk
train was racing at the rate of 45 miles
an hour for a siding, and given 30

secords more the desperately fast work
of the crew would have averted the
wreck.

The local train, which runs between
this town and North Bennington was
just starting for the latter place to
meet the 8:15 o'clock train there when
they were met by the flying milk train
one hour and 30 minutes over-du- e. Tho
trains came together with a terrific
crash, and the engines of both were
hurled from the rails, and reduced to
scrap iron.

jured were taken to Bennington, and
cared for at the office of Dr. Frank J.
Hurley, there being no hospital here.

Wardwell, the injured engineer,
whose condition was recognized as seri-ou- s

was rushed to Troy by special train,
although little hope of recovery was
given by physicians.

The boiler of the locomotive attached
to the passenger burst as soon as the
wrecked trains had settled, and several
trainmen were slightly scalded.
