Cleveland, 0., Feb. 8, —John D, Fack-
ler and William Agnew, deputy State
taxation officers for Cuyahojra county,
today went to the home of John D,
Rockefeller on Forest Hill, East Cleve-
land, and filed a written demand upon
him that he pay taxes on his personal
property, estimated at £900,000,000, into
the treasury of ths county,

tax law Rockefeller, by residing in the
county for the greater part of the pre-
ceding twelve months, has made himself
liable to taxation here. The total of
Rockefeller's personal property is as
grest us the entire tax duplicate ot the
county.

The tax officers did not see Rockefel-
ler, but left a letter notifying him of
their demands with mombers of his
household.

SAFETY LAST.

The National Iighways Protective
association publishes some sinister sta-
tistics. Three hundred and two per-
sung, almost one for every working
day, were killed by motor cars in
Gie ter New York last vear, In 1910
the death list was 112: it has grown in-
credibly, nearly trebled in four yeare,
It exceeds by sixty.seven the desths by
trolley and wagon in the same district
in 1913,

In all the State, outside of this city,
the mortality record due to motor cars
was 149, Greater New York is incom-
parably the most dangerous part of the
Stute,

In 1813 in this town the number of
deaths by nutomobiles or injuries seri-
ous enough for the doctors to be called
in were 1,485. Arrests in these cases
were a5 1 to 25 or thereabouts: about
one out of every fifteen chauffeurs or
owners causing such deaths or injuries
speeded away, neither giving his name
nor trying to belp the victim.  Fifteen
per eent, of felons, sueh coticealment
and escape being felonies under the
statute Have any of them been con-
vieted and punished? So far as ap-
pears they have not suffered for their
homicides or the injuries they have
done.  They are free to keep up their
amusement. The fout passengers they
ran down have paid with life, maiming
or suffering for that still unchecked
diversion.
