Chickens are certainly on the water
wagon and then some, This s because
wiater figures 8o In their comfort,
health and growth, They must have
it to sonk thelr food, it 1s such a large
constituent of eggs nnd fAesh, so that
the wise poultryman will nlways keep
o sufficient quantity of fresh, pure wa-
ter before hils fowls,

A water vessel should be Inexpen-
sive, hold ot least a day's supply,

It 1s not necessary to heat the water
in winter, nnd with lamps connected
to water vessels there Is always more
or less danger,

Warm  water freezes ensler than
cold.
