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ABUSING SOLDIERS' ORPHANS.
Shocking State of Afl'ulrs at the Sit. Joy

(Pa.) Orphans' School.
Washington, March 7. Special dis-

patches from Harrisburg, Pa., give a paif-f- ul

account of the shocking abuses found
by the Governor of the Btate at the Mt.
Joy Soldiers' Orphan School. The story of
the boys is a sad one. At the investigation
a sickly-lookin- g boy named Smith testified
that he had not been supplied with
clean stockings for two months, and
when, at the request of the Governor, he
took off his shoos, his stockings were found
to be mere rags. Tho Governor ordered
new stockings to be brought for tho boys,
and they put them on. It was also discov-
ered that the little blue cotton shirts the
orphans wore were used for weeks before
washing, and they not only wore them in
day time, but also slept in t hem at night.
Manager Kreider, who has had charge of
the school for a short time, when asked to
give some idea of the cost of running the
institution, produced bills which showed
the average cost of board per day for each
scholar to be 13 5 cents. The investiga-
tors were accompanied to-da-y by two mem-
bers of Post 58, G. A. R., of Harrisburg.
Tho Governor and party to-da- y visited tho
bath room. In the little room, ten feet
square, they found sixteen boys huddled
together, and the miniature bath-tu- b was
packed with boys like sardines. As the
little fellows clambered out of the bath-
tub they either had to dry them-
selves on wet towels or huddle shiv-
ering around the hot boiler until
they were dried. Among the number were
boys with scrofulous diseases, and all
wiped on the same towels. The member
of the Grand Army from this city secured
the socks taken from the boy Smith, and
brought them here. Smith's father
was formerly Commander of the
Grand Army Post in this city. Man-
ager Kreider was asked about the boys' re-
ligious instructions. He said they got some,
but he did not know about the girls, who
were cared for by the matrons. Thomas
Barry, a little Harrisburg boy, was wear-
ing a shirt he put on December 23, and bad
worn it day and night ever since. His coat
and vest he got from borne, because the
school gave him none. At one time during '

the examination Attorney General Cassidy
was so overcome that tears filled his eyes.
The investigation will be continued Mon-

day.

BATTLE IN THE STREET
Bet ween New York Police and Street Rail-

road Strikers.
New York, March 4. The strike on the

Dry Dock Road continues. The reserve
police of all precincts below Fourteenth

reet was dotalled at the Grand street
stables this morning. This afternoon an
attempt was made to start a 'car on the
Cross street line, under tho protection of
1.200 police. At 2 :50 a car started from the
stables and proceeded under an escort of
fifty policemen to the starters' stand at
East street. There the line of march
was formed. First came six plutoous of
police, then followed tho car, inclosed
111 a hollow square of police numbering
100. The rear was closed by six more
platoons of police. The force started amid
the hooting, yelling and shouts of derision
from tho mob. No obstacle was met until
the car reached Cannon street. There was
a horse-ca- r lying on its side. It was lifted
from the track by the policemen who
formed the advance guard of the column.
Thereafter progress was slow. At Mad-
ison street tho first stone was thrown
and struck the side of the car. in
Which were some minor oflicials of the
company and a sergeant of police. All the
way to the liowery the track was ob-
structed with the wrecks of street-car-s and
truckis, but the advance guard cleaned
them away. At Henry street another
stone went crashing through the car win-
dow. At East Broadway a large stone was
placed beside the track unnoticed, and the
car was thrown off. This mishap was
greeted with a tempest of yelis from the
thousands lining the streets. Oaths,
hisses, calls, screams and wild cheering
made the street a perfect pande-
monium of sound. The car was lifted
back on the track aud proceeded. At
Ludlow street another window was
smashed and rotten eggs were thrown. At
Allan street a blockade was met. Cars of
the Becond avenue and other lines were
placed in all positions across the track.
Stones again flew and another
was broken. The obstructions were re
moved, and again the car moved slowly orb
At Eldridge street more blockades were
found, and the crowd attack' d the police
and a general fight took place, in which
clubs were used with a will and the rioters
were driven into the side streets. Grand
street merchants; a armed, took In their
stock, closed their doors and put up their
iron shutters. At the Grand street station
of the Third Avenue Elevated roa'i was
an immense barricade of cars, wagons and
trucks, For blocks in every direction
could be seen long lines of cars and trucks
in inextricable confusion. All travel was
suspended. It was 2 :45 p. m. before the
track was cleared of the many cars which
had been placed crosswaya of the street.
From Mulberry street to Center the rioting
began again. A stone thrown against a
cur struck Sergeant McEver. The police
lost all patienco.and charged the moo fur-
iously. They clubbed right and
left and succeeded iu driving the
rioters down the side streets. From- - there
to Broadway the battle was waged with
undiminished fury, many were clubbed
and a number of police struck with stones.

m. Here fully-81,00- people
were gathered as spectators. The hissing,
hooting and yelling was continuous, and
stones continued to drop among the es-
cort.

Mount Etna Again In" a State of
Eruption.

Snubbed by the Queen Heidelberg's 600th
Anniversary In July.

London, March S. A telegram just re-

ceived here announces that Mount Etna is
in a state of eruption. Ciudtrsaud stones
are continually being thrown up, and it is
supposed that lava is coming out of the
crater, and as it is covered by a dense
mist no proper- - observations can be
taken. Slight shocks of earthquake have
been felt at the foot of the mountain.

Berlin. March 5. A brilliant jubilee In
commemoration of the five hundredth an-

niversary of the foundation of the Heidel-
berg University, the oldest in Germany, is
to be held in July and August next, and
Will continue for a fortnight. A local wine-
grower has offered to 1111 the famous Heidel-
berg fass, holding eight hundred hogs-
heads, with tho best of Rhine wine. The
students are arranging a grand historical
procession to take place August 8, in which
all the costumes worn in Germany since
the foundation of the University will be
represented. Thousands of strangers from
all parts of Europe will participate in the
festivities.

London. March 5. Charles Russell, At-
torney General, went y to Bucking-
ham Palace to be knighted. After waiting
an hour, he received word from the Queen
that she was fatigued by the "duties of the
drawing room," which she had been hold-
ing, and must postpone the ceremony.
Russell withdrew from the palace in indig-
nation. He says he wi.'l refuse Knight-
hood. It is believed that the Queen is irri-
tated at his pronounced home rule views.

New York, March 5. The strike of the

Other
points of difference are left to Railroad
Commissioner O'Donnell for arbitration.
At noon Railroad Commissioner O'Donnell,
acting in the capacity of arbitrator, ef-

fected a settlement of the strike with the
Dry Dock and Battery Railway Co. The
agreement, which was drawn up upon
the basis of a compromise, pro-
vides that the men shall receive $2 for
twelve hours' work a day, and be allowed
thirty minutes for dinner. In case further
differences should arise between the com-
pany and its employes they will be referred
for settlement to Commissioner O'Donnell
as arbitrator.

The Female Portion of the Saints Uphold
the Doctrine.

Salt Lake," Utah, March 7. A large
meeting of Mormon women was held in
the theater yesterday till a late hour.
Many spoeches were made and a protest
adopted. The speech to uphold the right of
women to go into polygamy said that
thousands of women in the east, now in
prostitution, would be glad to be made
wives such as the speakers were. It was
maintained that the Government here
had no right to say women
shall not marry. It might as
well take the opposite course, and compel
virgins from cloisters to marry. Such
social preferences should bo respected.
The Government had no right to interfere.
The protest declared that womanhood bad
been outraged in the Utah courts in ques-
tions about expected maternity, fathers of
children, etc. Suffrage was declared to be
a vested right in women here not to be at-
tacked. Au emphatic deuial was made
that they voted otherwise than according
to their free will. "Noble women" who
had refused to answer questions pro-
pounded by the courts were eulogized, and
the action of Judge Zane and U- - S. Attor-
ney Dickson in requiring testimony from a
legal wife against her husband in unlawful
cohabitation cases was condemned. The
wives and mothers of the United States
were called upon to como to the assistance
of the women of Utah in their resistance to
interference with their rights. A commit-
tee ws appointed to memorialize the
President on the subject.

ler, mother of Joaquin Miller, who two
years ago married a boy 20 years old and
was deserted by him, obtained a divorce at
the last term of court. On Friday she
married again at Eugene, Lane County,
the groom being a young man named
Kline.

Government Tea Farm in a Bad Plight.

Washington, March .7. Commissioner
Colman, of the Department of Agriculture,
has quite an unfavorable report upon th
Government tea farm at Summervillo,
South Carolina. Vardoll, the superintend-
ent, writes him that the severe winter and
protracted cold weather have stripped the
tea plants of their foliage. He says that he
thinks some varieties are dead to the root.
The Commissioner is of the opinion that
the experimental tea farm had better be
abandoned.

Travelers Attacked by Indians.

Tombstone. Ariz., March 7. News is re-

ceived here that a band of thirty
Apaches attacked a party of travalers fif-

teen miles southwest of Nocosari, Sonora,
Mexico, killing one Mexican named Zesa.
The Indians, who it is believed belong to
Geronimo's band, then proceeded to Wil-
liam Brown's mini, where McKerton was
killed last September, and killed Brown
and his companion, James Moser. The
band then stalled south and camped on
mile south of San Pedro, where they stole
eighty horses belonging to settlers, and
went in the direction of the Sierra Madra
Mountain.

A number of the strikers and police were
injured in the engagement.
