Iu tho first plane, it was deouicd best
to select something for money which was
valuable within itself. Something that
n:iu an denature value, no wiat tiu
who parted with his property for it, had
eoinethiug which was itself valuable.

By stamping it as money, and making
it legal tender iu the payniout of all
'debts, it then beoiuie money, and pos-

sessed two qualities:
First; it had value of itself. If tho

government went to pieces that had
stamped it, it was still valuable property
uud would have an exchange value.

Sccondl); When made money, it be-

came a common modiuiu of exchange
and took the place of barter uud trade.
The stamp of the government upon it,
became a certificate of its quality uud

quantity. Thus by maling a commod-

ity into money we had a medium of ex-

change that was both useful nnd val-

uable.
