Culture of Peanuts.

The peavut should be plaoted after all
dunger ftom frost is past, in a well en-
tiched soil, plowed to a wedium depth,
well harrowed nod marked by ahallow
furrows one way. If lime is nol present
in thy soil in coosiderable quantity, ap-
ply it broadesst at the rate ol about
thirty bushels to the acre before plow-
ing, s a first requisite o a crop of nats
as well hs vioes, The plants aro vigor-
ous feeders, and il the laud can not be
thoroughly topdressed, apply fertilizers
of home.made compost or kainit, woods
earth or any rich bumus io the rows at
plaoting,

Remove the keroel from the shell,
leaviog the inner skin unbroken, Drop
two kernels to the hill, either in diills
or checks, accoreing to variety sod the
freodom of the land from weeds. Have
the rows sbout 3 feet apart, and the
plants from 1 foot to 20 inches if bunch
varieties are drilled in the row, Level
and ridge culture are both practiced,
with level culture prefurred, unless on
fiat fields whore heavy rains might not
drain off quickly.
