Killing railioiJiicrs.

Tu recapitulate briefly, the
professor informed us that the hopper
who is doing the mischief is a 11 itive
K.'iusun and not the ruigrtlory kind.
He is born, cats and dies 111 a radius
of a mile or two. His eggs are de-

posited in the ground where ho lives
and if thesn are destrojed the breed
is ended. These hoppers will nut
even cross a duty ronJ, and mldoni
from one field to another unlim the
green growth i (ontigiinus They
arc mostly found ucur thealfilfi.

They have done and are doing very
little damage Isewliutc. Therefore,
if the alfalfa fields could be rid f
them the pest would probably be cud
ed. The professor then suggestii.l
thai the a falfa fields should bu thor
otigbty disced in the early priug,
lliiowiug the eggs lo the Mir f tie and
the freeiig weather would dslroy
them.

In as much as the hoppers are
due IimIii lucre nod acreage of nlfalfa
glring them their favoritd food, it
certainly behooves owners of alfalfa
to at once rid themselves imd tu of
thi W hope In hear of otlr
experlmcuti along this line and will
RUdly publish the result.
