Campaigning In Mountains.
"Speaking or campaigns In it motiii-talnou- s

country," said a First Ken-

tucky mnn, "I was one of those Wio

looped tho loop on Loup creek In

West Virginia at tho llmo of tho raid
in Holla. Wo started from Cnmp En-ya- rt

on tho Kanawha and went up

Loup creek valley, and In ono night's
march crossed tho stream thirty-flv- o

times. Wc made tho march to Itolla,
ninety' miles nway, over ono of tho
roughest mountain roads in existence
and drove tho relcbs out of Itollx

"Wo wcro on tho return march with
several wagons loaded with dry gooda

at.d provisions, and ninety head of cat-

tle, and were not mnny miles from our
own camp when tho rebel cavalry
overtook tho column. Tho bos were
not expecting pursuit, and wero tak-

ing things easy. I was with tho rear
guard, and when wo saw tho cavnlry
coming wo fornirtl r.cross tho road,
waited until they wero In short range,
and blazed away. A good many of

tho Johnnies rolled off their hdrses,
and tho charging column stopped, giv-

ing us tlmo to load and tiro ugaln.
"This second volley caused a

change of program. Tho robs dis-

mounted and camo forward on foot to
outflank us. On ono sldo was Coal

cteek and on the other a fence. We
were ordered to nit-- t tho tehcls and
wo met them. I was loading In nasio
whc.i a robrl putr.l tho weeds near
mo, and, a iuoher In hand, said:
'Now Tve got you Yank' nut ns he
had to turn the cylinder with his hand
I had my doubts and charged him
with tho bayonet. Ho dodged! unci his
pistol went off, but tho bullet mlssod
me, Ho still insisted that ho hnd me,
and as tho Johnnies wero climbing
over to my fcldo of the Tencc, and all
my squad had by this tlmo .been killed
or captured, I retreated at a full "run.

"I ran across a Held of red clover,
tho reb bullets nipping tho blossoms
off as I ran, and then climbed through
laurel and holly bushes on tho moun-

tain until I camo to a fenco. As I sat
on tho fence, getting my wind and tak-

ing observations, two rebel cavalry-
men camo up behind mo aud ordered
mo to throw down my gun. 1 obeyed
orders to energetically that tho old
musket was bent double. This en-

raged my captors, because a gun was
a gun In thoso times, but I told thorn
they ought not to scaro a man out of
his wits. Later, when tho command
halted, I was permitted to go to tho
creek to fill my canteen, and taking
advantage of tho situation I ran at
full speed for the road. My guards lot
loose with their shotguns, but I dodg-

ed into a cornfield and ran on."
"I left tho field when I struck a o

that, ran up Into tho mountain,
and was making great progress when
I plunged headlong Into a sort of a
sinkhole of a place, and camo down
on a hundred or more rebs lying in
ambush. They greeted mo with 'Al-

ways room for ono moro' and 'BJank
you, keep still,' and after a manner
I felt at homo In sptto or mo odds
against me. They wero lying In wait
for my own regiment to como out from
Camp Enyart, but It didn't como. and
tho ambuscaders started back to
Itolla, taking mo and other prisoners
with them. They tied a, heavy ropo
to tho rear end of n wagon and car-

ried it back to tho tonguo of another
wagon. Between tho two wagons thoy
tied tho prisoners In pairs, tho escort
riding on either sldo of us.

"Tho rain camo down that night in
torrents, nnd all of us wcro miserable.
As wo passed through a thicket of
underbrush I cut tho cord that bound
mo to tho southern confederacy, drop-

ped to tho ground and sneaked Into
tho brush. After tho rear guard had
passed I took tho road back toward
camp. After a tlmo I heard voice,,
and, listening to tho conversation, I

felt tho voices belonged to Unionists.
I hailed the parties aud was rewarded
by silence. In two minutes a voice
from another direction said, 'Como
this way; bo careful.' A man took my
hand and led mo Into a cabin where
all was dark and still as a death
chamber,

"Then tho man who hold my hand
said: 'I know by your speech you uro
a Yankee. My namo Is John George
and I am loyal to tho old flag.' Ho or-

dered a light and treated mo to tho
surprlso of my Ilfo. Tho room was
crowded with West Virginia Union-
ists, men and women, and thoy gavo
mo tho most enthusiastic welcome. I

had wandered. In tho dark, into the
domain of tho loyal West Virginians
and had stumbled upon ono of their
meetings. I remained with them that
eight and tbo next day tho whole
neighborhood camo to see tho live
Yankee at tho homo of John George.

"Men camo by tho scoro and insist-
ed that I drill thorn. They wero like
children In their eagerness to learn.
Id the earlier part of tho day I was
captain to them, then I was major,
cojonel and general, and found myself
in command of tho best fighting army
for its size In West Virgfnla. A full
company w6nt with roe Into thp camp
at Maiden and Joined tbo dltlrreut
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... uioro. After a month or
two 1 saw none of them again until
tho day of tho battle above tho clouds
at Lookout mountain. As I htood on
Hog Back mountain watching tho
piovcmcnts on Lookout, John George
of Shcrmnn's army camo up, out of
breath, to shako hands with mo. It
wns only for a minute. Wo shook
hands and he went ns ho had como,
and I have never heard of hltn since."

"In Washington tho flag Hies on all
government buildings from sun-u- p to
sunset. It files from tho White Houso
only when tho president Is In It.
When ho leaves tho city tho flag
conies down and remains down until
his return. It Is only within the last
ton ears that tho flag has becu dis-
played upon tho capltol all day.

"It was the custom previous to 1803,
to put up tho flag on tho Houso end of
tho Capltol when thnt body was In
session, running It up nt noon and
otten pulling It down within fll'tcei.
minutes It tho Houso adjourned that
soon. It wa3 tho samo Way with hc
Senate's end. This would often leave
tho Capltol flagless for days at a time
If both houses adjournctl for n lew
days.

"Tho Committee on Patriotic Teach'
Ing In tho Woman's Relief Corps ol
tho Department of tho 1'otomac got
after tho members of Congress on tho
matter, and soon an order was Issued
for tho Hag to bo displayed on tho
west front of tho Capltol that facing
Pennsylvania avenuo nnd tho dry
from Htnirlso to sunset.

It could not be
alienated from tho estate ot which It
formed n part. Tho natter was ar-
ranged, however, by lie oarl execut-
ing a nlnety-ulip- i year lease of tho
property to the duko.

Tho latter noble's heir was that ec-

centric duke of Portlaid, whoso mat-
rimonial and other expolts, legendary
and real, btlll furnish material for liti-
gation by people claln-ln- g to he his
holrs, nnd bring grist m the laors.
