A CONVENIENT FEEDING RACK.
One Which Can Be Easily Bullt in the
Stock Shed.

Inclosed is a sketch of my feeding
rack, which I use In a shed about 30
feet long. I find this o very handy and
economical rack in all ways, The foun-
dation of this rack, you will see, is the
bottom beam of my shed. The rack is
three by six Inches high, It ia high
enough that the cattle must take thelr
feed from through the spaces and not
over,

I took a scantling, 2x4 placed It cor-
nerwise, thereby glving a straight edge
from slde of scantling to beam, giving
me this stralght edge on which to nall

my boarde: splked this seantling solid |
In place and stayed it to the wall, in |
center. Next, 1 took boards filve inches |
wide and placed them along the rack, |
running them from beam to scantling, |
six inches apart. Through this space
cattle take thelr feed.

Any straw or food which falls on the
ground is not trampled or sclled, and
can be gathered up for bedding, or
even replaced in rack again; thus one
has no waste. This rack is 0 model
on a small geale of those used In the
Montreal stock yards. It has given
me the greatest of satisfaction. 1
trust I have made this plain enough to
be understood, and that it may be a
benefit to others—Samuel Nesbitt, in
the Farmers' Advocate, Canada,

DON'TS FOR PIG FEEDERS.

Don't give the llquor In which po-
tatoes are bolled to the plgs. The
tannin destroys the lining of the
stomach.

Don't keep pigs In confilned places
up to their bellles in mud. They are
not dirty in their habits except you
make them go.

Don't send discolored grain away;
it will pay you beotter to glve It to the
pig, and let him do the marketing.

Don't discard straw, or any straw |
stuff that will do for bedding. It will |
give comfort to the pig, and ultimately | |
make good manure for the farm.

Corn and Oatl as Food for Horses.

Corn 18 an excellent addition to the
horse's feed when hard worked in eool
weather, but not as suitable as oats In
hot weather. It s incomplete as re- |
gards mineral matter needed for bone
and sinew-making, Iingredients in
which oats are rich., Yet, if prnporl}"
fed, corn is an excellent food, but does
not take the place of oats if the grain |
fg old and sound. Oats make muscle |
and at the same time supply vim and
vigor, some heat and much force,
while a surplus is capable of belng |
stored up In the tissues as fat and
nitrogenous matter to be drawn upon
under extra stregs. Corn, on the other
hand, is In the animal economy mainly
for the generation of heat aud the sur-
plus all goes to form heat fat., The
work horee needs food that e not only
concentrated but nutritious,

Give Variety in Pig Feeds.

If plgs are allowed the run of pas- |
ture they will eat more concentrated
feed and make more rapid geins than |
when being fed in dry lots. 1f the
ration contalns plenty of protein the |
advantage of pasture does not amount |
to much so far as the amount of feed
consumed per 100 pounds of gain is |
concerned, but it makes a big dif- |
ference in the conditlon of the plgs at |
the egd of the fattening perlod.

In tests at the lowa experiment sta-
tion the cheapest gains when feeding
young pige were obtained from a ra-
tlon of corn, with the pigs on clover
pasture. The greatest profit was made
when a mixed ration was fed.

The Filthy Barnyard.

There is nothing so repulsive as a
wet and filthy barnyard, in which the
animals are compelled to walk knee
deep In filth, Such a condition Is not
necessary and can be prevented If the
barnyard is kept well supplied with
avsorbent material. Throwing whole
cornstalks into the barnyard {8 the old
method, but cornstalks do not absorb
untfl they are trampled to pieces and
in the meantime much of the liguid
is carried off by the rains, It will pay
to ghred the corn stalks or cut the
straw for bedding, while leaves and
dry earth may also be used in the
barnvard with advantage.

Curing disensed fowls Is scarcely
worth while, because they are not
likely to be “as good as pnew,” They
are llkely to become diseased again,
,and to perpetuate disease agaln, and

The old way of trying to make
flne cornmeanl Into mush, by stirring
in the dry meal by handfuis when the
water 18 bolling so it will not Dbe
lumpy, is a very tedions gnd tiresome
way. To also try to pour in any quan-
tity of meal at a tiwe ard stir it ap
to a smooth, even produet is about out
of the question.

We aceldentally found out a better
way than either of the above, says the
Epltomist, and can now malke ten gal-
long or 60 gallons at a time and never
have a Jump in It and this Is how it
I8 dope:

Let the water come to a brisk boll-
Ing point and it Is rendy for the meal,
which ought th be, for the best reasulls,
made very fine, For a soft mush that
will run In a trough, uge aix Cuarts of
menl for each ten gallons of water.

LOSSES IN YOUNG PIGS.

Why the Percentage of Deaths |Ir
Large.

It is safe to assert that ordinnarily
G0 per cent. of ihe pigs die at birth to
the age of ten days. The losses at this
period are estimated to be next to
those caused by the ravages of cholera.
This is frequently followed by an-
other perlod of losses commencing at
weaning time. These losses are gen-
erally caused by improper feeding.
The corn-fe? sow brings small, weak-
ly constituted pigs, The heat pro-
duced by too much corn develops fever
and pigs die of starvetion, .

Again, weaning time is a critieal

period in the life of the pig. By com-
parison, says Farmers' Review, it has
been ascortnined that the milk of the
sow is about three times richer In fat
and twice as rich In sugar of milk as
Is the milk of the cow. Depriving
the pig of rich concentrated food and
requiring it to depend on ordinary
feed such as corn and grass would be
a very violent change., Corn Is de-
flcient in ash and prowein, and alfalfa
is too buiky for supplying theso nutrl-
ents in the concenirated and efficlent
form required by pigs. 1t will pay to
feed fresh milk and skimmilk to the
young plgs. Young plgs should bo
regularly fed, as often as five times a
day,
