Beaver County Chapter, Ameriean
Red Croes, has been fortunate dur-
ing the prevaling influenga epidemic
in that they had & gradunte nurse
available for visiting numing. Mies
Annn Leonard, Hed Cross nurse, who
has been in the county for sowme time
giving instruetion In Home Nuareing
and Care of the Sick, wias transfer-
red to visiting nursing work with
the outbreak of the epidemie and she
has been able to be of serviee in &
great many homes, where all mem-
bers of the family were afflicted
ul?d there was no one to eare for the
{118

In addition to this the county chap-
ter has been able to secure and place
many practical nurses o homes
where they were.

With only one trained nurse avall-
able and only a very few practical
nurses, of course It has mnot been
possible to render all the serviee that
the county chapter would have liked
to glve but, after all, many homes
have been visited and the family and
all cheered and helped by the visit
and the Red Cross has agaln proven
its supreme worth,

The editor of The Herald, who Is
also chairman of the county chapter,
together with Mrs. 0. H. Caftky, vice
chalrman, Miss Anna Leonard, Red
Cross nurse, and Miss Helen Mure
phy, spent a great part of Tuesday
nnd night in the Coueh nelghbor-
hood, where the epidemie seems (o
have fustened jts tentacles most se-
verely, Many hoemes were visited
and much satisfaction and relief for
those suffering resulted,

The County Red Cross Chaptler
is anxious to do all that it can for
the people of the entire county und
while its foree ls small and entirely
inadequate, yet o supreme effort will
be made to reach the most serlous
and emergency cages, where other
belp is not avallable and such cases
should be reported as quickly us pos-
sible. If It were possible to mobil-
Iz¢ a large corps of tralned nurses
and of practical helpers bo that the
chapter might serve every case In
the county, it would be done gladly
but trained nurses are absolutely im-
possible to get and only a very fow
practieal helpers are obtuinable »so
the situation ¢an only be handled in
a small way. It will only be pos-
sible (0o reach the most urgent cuses.

A proposition as hrought to Okla-
homa City by Jonathan E. Porkins, |
seeretary of the Wavnoka chamber nf
commeree, and which, it Is sald, will
result ultimately In a direct rallrond
line from Oklahoma City to Waynoka
and then through the eenter of Bepy-
(or, Texan and  Clmareon eountles to
llhv conl felds nepr Des Molnes, N
M., hina been Indorsed hy the Jobbers'
and Manufacturers’ associntion and
by business interests of the eity,

The plan  as glven to Oklahoma
City, however, wonld only be In lay- |
Ine o rallrond from Waynoka here, a!
distanee of approximately 105 mlin.i
which wounld open all the territory he-
tween these poinis to the farmers and
merchants  inclnded nnd mean the
exchange of thousands of dollars
which now find their way out of the
slate,

The two rontines for the nroposed
rallroad start at Oklahoma City, one
eolng by way of Kinefisher, Darrow, |
Falrview,. Towo and Waynoks and the
other through Okarche, Wutonea,
Orion and to Waynoka, The routing
of the road will he decided after n
thorough investigation and after a
booster trip has been made by men
of the northwoest interested in the
proposnl.

The booster trip Is to start at Way-
