unusual case on record at the Vet-
erans' bureau In Washington, l. (i,
among the long list of war victims.
The American legion Is endeavoring
to assist the unfortunate
men In finding their relative.

Unjward Thompson ut least that
Is what he Is now called Is one of
the most peculiar cases. lie has for-
gotten who he Is. In his head Is un

,ugly shrapnel wound. Ills memory

' vhe arrived nt a hotel In Denver, with
a hilt In his pocket from one of the
most expensive hotels In Colorado
Uprlngs. Ills memory, he now believes,
lapsed somewhere, either far back
In France or on the trip between Colo-

rado Springs and Denver. Thompson
remembers liming had $1,100 In his
pocket and access to many thousands
more.

"" In searching Washington records for
some trace of the lost man, It wns
found that a certain Hayward Thomp-
son enlisted In the Marine corps'June
0, 1018, and wns discharged January,
0, 1010. He had a wife and three
children nt Flemlngton, Mo., and a
mother, Mrs. Louise Thompson, nt
Chicago. The man with a shrapnel
wound In his head and no memory of
any relatives at all, telegraphed In
great eagerness to Flemlngton, Mo.,
end to Chicago. lie received no
answer.

Not so long ago a clean-cu- t young
man appeared at a Los Angeles hospi-
tal. He wore an American Legion
bufton. When questioned as to who
he was he stated he did not know.
"I think I am thirty-tw- o years old,"
he said. "I am five feet, nine Inches
and weigh 130 pounds. My eyes aro
gray and have blond hair. I be-

lieve I was a soldier. If any one can
tell' me who I am, or anything about

" my pnst, plense lot me know." The
Los Angeles post of the Legion Is mak-
ing every effort to help the man And
himself.

A third "unidentified living" lives
nt 735 North Thirty-firs- t street, Louis-vlll-

lie Is known ns Ieonnrd Wells,
to tho neighborhood. Ills memory Is
huzy. He bellees that he enlisted
In the old First Kentucky Infantry,
and with tho command wus transferred
to a replacement detachment and sent
to France. His photograph was

to his company commander,
who recognized tho faco but did not
recall n name. A machine gun Tiullct
had pierced his nbdomen and Injured
his pplue. Another had Injured the
left shoulder cap. No compensation
or Insurance can he awarded to this
man, the Veterans' bureau regrets, un-

til his Identity can be established.
France, It Is said, has six of these

-- "unidentified" living men.
Great llrltnln has n few. These lost
souls who cannot find their memories,
and who know they cannot, present a
spectaclo unlquo and pathetic. They
are lost and know It.

Although born In Austria, Sergennt

Glucksman enlisted with the marines
nt the outbreak of tho war unit al-

though too modest to tell the story of
his achievements whtlo lighting
ngulnst the Germans, the American
Legion at Washington discovered that
Glucksman fought In seven major en-
gagements, Verdun. Helleau Woods,
Chateau Thierry, Marboch, St. 3IlhleL
Bolssons nnd Mont Wane.

On the morning of October 3, 1018.
Sergeunt Glucksman started out to get
water for his comrades. He returned
without the water but with 20 Ger-
mans and u painful wound. Tho
"Dovll Dog" Bergeant captured n lone
German and Instead of bayoneting- - his
captive forced him to lead him to tho
rebt of the advunce party. Coming
onto the whole butch of 20, Sergeant
Glucksman wnved a hand grenade and
ordered them till out of the shell hole
they were occupying and Into the
urtua of his American comrades, lly
executive appointment Glucksman Is
now employed nt the navy yard at
I'ortsmsutn. N. U.

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GAS PROBLEM IS

ONE THAT GROWS

Fluid Distilled Today Contains
Much That Used to Bo

Known as Kerosene.

ENGINEERING SHOWS RESULTS

Intake Manifolds Are Being Designed
to Give Just Right Amount of

Heat to Vaporize Last Drop
of Gasoline.

livery motor car manufacturer Is of-
fering In his 1022 product what he
considers an excellent device for get-
ting tho greatest possible power kick
out of the kind of gas a car has to
swallow these days.

The poor-ga- s problem Is one which
has grown with the motor Industry.
The first few "horseless carriages"
P'jrfed along on a fluid thnt was so
volatile under ordinary atmospheric
conditions that It wns readily com-
bustible. Now that the use of airs
has Increased to the extent that we
have forgotten the "horseless car-
riage" and fpcnk of tho "horseless
age," tho tremendous Increase In tho
demand for gasoline must be met by
cutting lower ftito the crude oil.

Gnsollno distilled today contains
much that was known ns high grade
kerosene a few years ago. It Is an
Indication of the progress made In
cars that they hum over the hills on
the fuel and sputter as little as they
do on cold days. That's where the
"more miles a gallon" engineering is
showing results.

Proper combustion. In addition to Its
results In acceleration and mileage, af-
fects lubrication because unburned
raw gasoline leaking Into the crank
case thins the olL

A Worthy Ambition.
The ambition of the modern motor

engineer Is to Introduce Into the com-
bustion chamber the most rapidly
burning fuel possible. When the fuel
enters In drops only the external sur
face of the drop Is exposed to the
spark. It Is necessary to evaporate
tho drops Into a vapor before combus-
tion Is complete. If fuel can be re-
duced to a true gas, that Is still better.
Even with the best carburetor now
obtainable tho gasoline Is only partly
vaporized.

It would be simple to apply enough
heat to make the fluid Into a true gas,
but another difficulty enters here. As
the gas Is heated It expands. It be-
comes "thinner," there Is less power
In a given volume, the combustion
chamber Is not getting ns many heat
units as It should.

Intake manifolds arc being designed
now m give Just the right amount of
heat to vaporize the last drop of gaso-
line without overheating the vapor
Heat usually Is applied only to the
liquid fuel. One of the two main
methods used permits the liquid to
touch a hot plate over which 4he
vaporized fuel passes without coming
Into contact. Another series of hot
ppot devices uses n settling chamber
into which the heavier particles drop
to bo heated.

Beset With Difficulties.
Most hot devices consider nnother

trait of the stubborn little drop of
gasoline clinging to the dry wall of
tho Intake manifold and thus sneak-
ing Into the combustion chamber with-
out being vnporlzed. The most popu-
lar way of that Is to shape
the Intnke manifold so thnt there Is a
sharp corner In the Internal wall. The
unsuspecting drop of gas creeps along
the wnll until It reaches the corner.
There the rush of vaporized gas Into
the manifold gets a sweep at It. It
Is as If the gns drop had stepped

around the edge of a skyscraper into
a windstorm and It Is burled off Into
space.

Applications of these general prin-
ciples In this year's cars Include n
combination manifold and carburetor
with dampers for regulating the sup-
ply of heat, a corrugated Interior
surface of a manifold heated from the
exhaust, nn Intake passage sur-
rounded almost entirely by the ex-

haust, a manifold arrangement con-

trolled by a damper which shunts ex-

haust heat around the Intnke, ther-
mostatic carburetor control, a "fuel-Izer- "

which heats gasoline and air
from the carburetor and makes It
enter the combustion chamber as a
dry gas, and many other devices.

WHEEL ALIGNMENT IS

OF MUCH IMPORTANCE

Tire Injury Caused by Wheels

Out of True.

First Symptom of Something Wreng
Is Rapid Wear In Center of

Tread Tubes Should Re-

ceive Careful Tests.

The time Is at hand when car owners
glvo their curs a thorough overhaul-
ing In preparation for summer use.
The attention repaired for tires In
this spring renovation U very limited
and simple.

One of the first and most Important
Is to get the front wheels Into proper
alignment. Had alignment Is one of the
principal causes of tire Injury. The
first sjniptom of misalignment Is rapid
wear In the center of the tread. Ex-

amination of the alignment should In-

clude an Investigation to sec that there
are no loose bearings, for a loose bear-
ing means a wobbly wheel.

Examtno the casings of tires for
cuts. If cuts are filled with hcal-a-c-

dough the cuts will not grow big-

ger.
Tubes should receive special atten-

tion, for once they have been placed o

the casings they are forgotten.
Test the tubes for slow leaks. Put
new plungers In the valves, even If the
old ones appear satisfactory. The rub-
ber washers In the plunger become stiff
and hard after a time and It la good
policy to change them at least once
a year.

The pump should be tested, especial-
ly the rubber tubing and the connec-
tions. If tho leather piston head In
your band pump has dried up It may
be softened by a liberal application of
vaseline. If It Is gone beyond help you
can get a new leather nt n supply
store. The same advice as to Inspec-
tion of connections applies In the caso
of a mechanical pump attached to tho
engine. Sec thnt the pump Is well
oiled, especially In tho cylinder, but
nvold excess oil, as It may find Its way
Into tho Inner tube.

CRACKS IN HOOD FINISH

The cause of cracks In the, hood
finish Is the 'uneven expansion of the
metal and paint due to the engine's
heat. To avoid this, line the hood
with nshestos puper, using shellac to
hold the pnper to the metal.

To eradicate squeaks In the car, try
loosening the body bolts and applying
oil to all parts where the body of the
car touches the frame, then tightening
the bolts.
