temporary imconveniences from
vaccination than to take changes
with the real disease without this
precantion.

Whatever the form of diseaso that
i8 causing 80 much  uneasiness
may be, it may be gaid with cer-
tainty that the almost goneral re-
8ort to yaccination has helped to
keep its ravagey  within control,
and it is to the timely warnings
from physicians and hoalth boards
