CASH ASSETS

Of National Banks in United'
States of $65,367,714 Since
June 30.

(By Assoclated Press.)

WASHINGTON, Oct. 17.—The 7,638
pational banks doing business in the
United States September 12 had cash
nseets amounting to $903,707,348, a de-
crease since June 30 of $65,367,714, ac-
cording to a report made public to-
night by the comptroller of the cur-
rency.

The banks reported lvans and dis-
counts of 36,400,767,386 and indivi-
duanl deposits of $1,060,322,072 with
surplus of $724,188,619. The assets
and liabilities amounted to $11,483,-
529,495. From June 30 individual de-

posits decreased . $129,611,160,. but
gained $u477,741,648 over August 9,
1913. / 7

The report showed reserves in some
citles below requirements but in
many others above the legal amounts.
In connection with the report the
comptroller made ‘putlic a letter to
the.- President’ announcing - that
omounts advanced by banks to the
100,000,000 gold pool to relieve the
foreign exchange market {s not to be
counted as part of their reserves.

MUST RESPECT
RIGHTS OF. U,

Says Chairman of Foreign Rela-
_ tions Committee in a Speech
in the Seuate.

(By Associated Press.)

WASHINGTON, Oet. 17.—Senator
Stone, chuirman of the foreign reiln-
tions committee, today mnde.a speech
in the Senate warning belligerent na-
tions to respect the rights of the
United States as a neutral natfon.

“When we are performing our-duty,"
he said, “to maintain neutrality, na-
tions involved in war should be very
careful Lo recognize our rights and to
keep falth with us. If they fail to do
80, then the responsibllity of violat-

rest upon thelr heads."

The Missourl Senator spoke after
Senator Thomas, of Colorado, thad
read to the Senate a letter he had re-
celved from R. W. Patterson, a pas-
senger nboard the United Fruit Co's.
vessel Metapan. The letter set forth
that on October 4, after the Metapan
had changed from British lo American
reglstry she was halted by the French
crulser Conde while plying betwean
two Colombian ports, boarded by |-
French officere and five Germans
aboard the Melapan were compelled
to sign paroles promising not to serve
ngalnut the Allles. The letter: sald
that an American consul who was on
