In Mexico

General Carranza, His Son, and
Ignacio Peroldi Put to Death
by Constitutionalist General

{By Amsociatedd Pres.)

LAREDO, Tex, Feb, 1.—General
Jesus Carranza, his son, Abelardo,
and Ignacio Pergldl, member of his
staff, were executed by General San-
tibanez, former Constitutionalist gen-
eral who deflected to Zapata, accord-
ing to a telegram received by the wid-
ow of General Carranza from the first
chief at Vera Cruz.

General Venustinno Carranza, in his
message to Mrs, Carranza, who is a
refuge here, stated tifat troops would
be sent to rernver the bodies.

General Jesus Carranza and his
staff were taken prisoners by troops
commanded by Santibanez recently
near San Geronimo on the Iethmus of
Tehuantepec and hig staff, according
to \reporls. were executed immediate-
ly. " Jesus Carranza, his son, Abelar-
do, and Peraldi, a relative were held
prigoners at that time by Santibanesz,
who had joined forces with Zapata.

The father, mother, wife and other
members of General Santibanez's fam-
ily wera recently reported captured in
the wtate of Jalapa and sent to Vera
Cruz, where Constitotionalists said
they wquid hold them pending dispo-
gition of Jesus Carranza.

It is stated that Jesus Carranza,
brother of the “first chief,” was exe-
cuted because of the refusal of Gen-
errl Venustisno Carranza to réstore
Saitibanez to his command as gener-
al in the Carranza army. At the timr
of his capture such a demund with a
threat that he would he executed un-
lesg it was complied with was con-
eyed to General Carranza. The lat-
ter replied that his brother was will-
ing to die for the cause if necessary
and that he would accept this alter-
native rather than condone Santiba-
'nez's act. : . ) ;

ATTEMPT TO RECOMMIT
GOVERNMENT SHIP PUR-
CHASE BILL

SENATOR CLARKE
SPRUNG SURPRISE

Revolt Turns Administration Ad-
vantage Into a Defensive That
Appears Almost Hopeless.

(By Amsocinted Prosa.)

WASHINGTON, Feb 1,—Nine Demo-
erats in the senate today joined an
alliance with the Republicans In un
unexpected attempt to recommit the
government ship purchase bill,

The sudden revolt turned in a
twinkling an administration advan-
tage into an defensive, which tonight
appeared almost hopeless to many
Democrutic leaders.

Foreced to fight for the very life of
the proposed measure, the Demo-
arats succeedcd In adjourning the
senate with the motion pending to
sond ihe bill back to committee. A
party caucus immediately was called
for tomorrow morning.

Senator Clarke, of Arkapeas,
sprang the surprise when he rose
while Senator William Alden Smith,
of Michigan, was concluding & long
speech against the blll and asked l:iim
to yleld for a motion. The senator
vielded and Senator Clarke, introduc-
ing his remarks with an appeal for
consideration of other leglislation,
moved to send back the ship bill.

The legislative pandemonium that
followed had not been witnessed in
the senate in many years Senators
poured from the cloak rooms to the
chamber. . The rush from the Republi-
can cloak rcom was even more im-
medlate, as they had been forewarn-
ed. :

As soon as administration leaders -
could catch thelr  breath,  Scnator
Fletcher, in charge of the bill, made a
point of order against the . mwotion
which Vice President Marshall’ sus-
tained. Senator Clarke appealed pnd
the chalr was overruled and Sanytor
Clarka's pppanl sustained,: 468 toi47.
Ning“Democrats.voted  witif~thé=He.
rjublicans. The motion to recommit
was pending when the senate adjolirn-
od until noon tomorrow. I

" Nine Vote Agalnst Ruling.

The nine Democrats who voted
ugialnst the ruling of the chalr were
Bankhead., of Alabama;. Camden,
Kentucky: Clarke, Arkansas; Hard-
wick, Georgia; Bryan, Florida; Hitch-
cock, Nebraska: O'Gorman, New
York; Smith, Georgia, and Vardaman,
Mississippl. As soon as the record of
this vote had been cleared, Senator
Stone was recogoized. The chamber
was In confusfon as the Missourian,
who has stood by the bili through
the bitter struggle of the last two
weceks, surveyed tho assembluge for a
moieni.
