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RUSSIANS CLAIM
MANY VICTORIES

Display Napoleonic Strategy in Campaign
Against Both Germans And

Austnans

NAVAL BATTLE IN BALTIC
Montenegrins Claim Victories Over
Austrians-Fighting In Northern

Servia

The Russians are claiming many
victories over both the Germans and
Austrians and declare that when the
veil is lifted from the scene of the
presedt campaign, the world will hear
the details of the most telling blow to
Germany's finest troops that has been
Inflicted since Napoleon's day.
Austrian officials in Vienna admit

that the Slav troops now occupy Czer-
nowitz, capital of the province of Buk-
owina. A big naval battle is now go-
ng on in the Baltic between the Teu-
tonic and Slav cruisers, the details of
which are promised later.
Severe fighting is reported going on

In northwestern Servia and the Mon-
tenegrins are claiming decisive victo-
ries over the Austrians.
The Roumanian parliament has con-

vened at Bucharest and will possibly
make some territorial concessions to
Bulgaria regarding the boundary dis-
pute which arose after the second Bal-
kan war last year.
Such action, it is believed by the

allies, will bring Bulgaria into line
gainst the Austro-German entente,
and provide a relief to the Servians
nd a further annoyance to Turkey.
The United States government has

taken under consideration the appeal
Df the South American republics to ex-
clude battleships of the warring na-

tions from Pan-American waters. Sec-
retary of State Bryan has told the
Latin American diplomats that he will
take up the matter with President
Wilson.
The president called an important

onference of ambassadors of the bel-
ligerent European nations at the white
ouse where he addressed them ex-
pressing his strong disapproval of the
methods of aerial bomb throwing on

unfortified cities in which might be
living residents of neutral countries.
The campaign on the Franco-Belgian

frontier, commonly regarded as the
main battlefield of the war, has as-

mmed a new phase. Everything is
uiet and only the slightest skirmish-
.sare being reported. Germany has
eemingly relinquished the offensive.
rhe kaiser has made a flying trip to
Kiel.
Decisive victories for the Russian
army over the German forces In the
latter's attacks on the Polish bor-
ier and attempts to reach Warsaw,
together with the explosion of the
British warship, Bulwark, off the Eng-
lish coast, mark the leading de-
elopments of the week In the Euro-
pean war.
Repulsed at every turn, the Ger-
nans were forCed to abandon their
project to capture the Polish capital,
and in turn were compelled to hastily
retreat in order to guard the roads to
Danzig and Berlin, which are again
[mperiled.
The explosion of the Bulwark, just
outside the harbor at Sheerness, Eng-
land, which had been doing patrol
cuty along the North sea coast, adds
another fatality experienced by Great
Britain's navy since the war began.
This is one of the keenest losses the
Inglsh have sustained. Although In
service for a decade and a half, the
Bulwark was one of the chief boats
ofthe navy, costIng 1,000,000 pounds
sterling, or $5,000,000. Over eight
hundred men went down with the Ill-
ated warship.
Another development in the war,
which makes it more of an interna-
tional problem than ever, Is the ap-
peal of the South American republics
tothe United States government to
help exclude warships of the belliger-
ntnations from Pan-Aznerican wa-
ters, which they contend has Inter-
rupted their commerce with the Unit-
edStates.
German activities In South Ameri-
canwaters In the last week have been
reported in complaints from the Chile-
angovernment. Chile states she will
preserve her neutrality at the cost of
war. At once Peru and Colombia have
both taken steps to safeguard their
respective coast lines.

London.-Unofficial reports .repeat
previous claims of a great Russian
victory. Petrograd has not officially
stamped them true. Berlin, in its lat-
est, report, simply says fighting in Po-
land has assumed the proportions of
a continuous battle. It gives no geo-
.graphical position of this fighting and
:may refer to the operations westward
,from Warsaw or to those in the vi-
cinity of Czenstochowa and still far-
ther south along-the Galician frontier.
In this latter district and- in Galicia,
according to latest reports of the Rus-

siancommnde-in-chief, the Musco-
,vite forces have had numerous suc-
.cesses. Captures of men and muni-
tions are recorded on the Czensto-
chowa-Cracow line, along the Szreni-
awa river in Poland; in Galicia on the
Raba and Vistula rivers and before the
town of Bochnia, which was stormed.

Berlin's latest official report an-

nounced victories in western Galicia
and progress in the Carpathians for
the Teuton allies.
A period of Inactivity obtains along

the entrenched lines in Belgia and
France. Only here and there has
there been fighting and this merely
was cannonades and a few light in-
fantry combats.
Heavy fighting is in progress in

northwestern Servia, but snow is ham.

pering operations. The Montenegrins
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British Lose Another Ship
Sheerness, England.-The British

battleship Bulwark was destroyed by
an explosion as she lay off here. There
are only fourteen survivors from the
crew of 700 or 800 men who were
aboard.

Internal Explosion
In the opinion of naval men, it was

an internal explosion that put an end
to the battleship, which for twelve
years has done service at home and
abroad and lately had been guarding
England's shores. There was no great
upheaval of water, such as would have
occurred if she had been torpedoed or

struck by a mine. Instead, the ship
was enveloped in smoke and flame,
and when this had cleared nothing
could be seen but wreckage on the
water.
Houses in towns seven and eight

miles away were shaken by the explo-
sion, and even before men on ships
anchored nearby could reach their
own decks, the Bulwark had disap-
peared. The sea was strewn with the
wreckage, while pieces of the ship
were throw.n six or seven miles on to
the Essex shore.

Considering the size of her navy,
Great Britain has been singularly free
from disasters of this character. Nev-
ertheless, when the French warship
Jena was destroyed by an internal
explosion in 1907, all cordite ammu-
nition was taken from all the British
ships and carefully examined. Re-
frigerators were installed in the ships
to keep the powder cool.
The Bulwark, which was one of the

older battleships, cost one million
pounds sterling ($5,000,000).

Would Exclude Belligerents
Washington.-The United States
government has been asked by the
principal South American nations to
co-operate w-ith them in negotiations
with European belligerents to bring
about the exclusion of all belligerent
warships from the waters of the two
Americas and sigiard the trade of
Pan-American countries with each
other.

Bryan Considers Plan

Washington.-The United States
government is not ready, according to
an announcement by Secretary Bryan,
to express an opinion on the request of
South American nations for co-opera-
tion by Washington in negotiations
with European belligerents looking to
the exclusion of their warships from
the waters of this hemisphere. Mr.
Bryan said, however, he would take
the subject up with President Wilson
when he returned to the capital. The
Peruvian minister communicated to
Mr. Bryan in detail his government's
proposal for the establishment of a
neutral zone in the Atlantic and in
the Pacific. It would extend the ter-
ritorial waters of neutral pountries
from the present limit of th ee miles.
to a designated meridian within which
merchantmen of all nations would be
free from molestation..

Chile Will Investigate
Santiago, Chile.-An official state-

ment issued by the maritime authori-
ties says it has been proved that Ger-
man warships have violated Chilean
neutrality by staying for several days
in the Juan Fernandez islands, cap-
turing two neutral ships, seizing coal
and provisions and sinking the French
bark Valentine, a half mile off the
Chilean coast. The Chilean training
ship General Baquedano has been sent
to the islands to investigate the charg-
es that the Germans have established
a base of operations there.

U. S. Consulate Darnaged
Washingto.-A bomb from a Ger-

man airship fell in front of the Amer-

ican consulate at Warsaw, breaking
the windows of the consulate, but in-

juing no one within, according' to a
tel'egram sent from' American Ambas-
sador Marye at Petrograd. Several per.
sons inw the street" ,in front of the
consulate wvere .kilhed and wounded,
but none of them was an American.
The inci~lent was regarded here as

indicating the proximity of the Ger

RUSSIANS INFLICT
LOSS TO GERNANY

HEAVY LOSSSES SUSTAINED BY

TUETONS THROWN AGAINST

RUSSIAN HORDE.

KAJSER JOINS HIS ARMIES

Gives Encouragement to Von Hinden-

burg.-Attempt to Reach Coast

Apparently Abandoned.

London.-Latest official Russian an-

nouncements still claim advantage in
the fighting in Northern Poland, but

depreciate exaggerated reports of
their successes. Germany declares
officially that the Russian attacks
have been repulsed and that German
counter-attacks have been successful.
The Germ-an emperor has joined

Field Marshal von Hindenburg In the
ast to offer his advice and to encour-

age his troops.
Enormous losses have been inflicted

on the Germans, according to the Rus-
s1anu statement, but no mention is
made of the oapture of German divi-
sions, so freely claimed by the Petro-
grad correspondents of London and
Paris papers.
Some days must elapse before this

battle, which promises to prove the
most decisive of the war, is concluded.
So far, all that is definitely known is
that the German advance has been
stopped. Some of the German troops
have been partly or wholly surrround-
ed but they still are -fighting stub-
bornly to break their way through the
Russian lines, apparently to the north-
ward, where they hope to rejoin rein-
forcements from Thorn.

In the battle before Cracow the
Russians claim decisive iuccess. Dur-

ing the last week they took 30,000
prisoners in that region, which is
taken in Petrograd to mean that Cra-
cow will not bar the Russian advance
in Silesia from the South but that,
with the Austrian army beaten, it will
be necessary only to mask the fort-
resses.

The Russians also announce success
on the Austrian side of the Carpa-
thians and against the Turks in the
Caucusus, athough in both regions
the worst of weather has prevailed.

In the West, the Germans, although
making an occasional infantry attack,
seem content at present to bombard
the Allied positions with somewhat
lighter guns than they have been
using.
They may mean either that they are

sending troops and artillery to the
east or that they are preparing a new
attack against the A11ies.
That the enterprise that failed in

Flanders will not be repeated for the
present seems probable as the Allies
have been allowed to capture some
points of vantage around Ypres pre-
viously considered necessary to the
Germans plans. There has been a
minor and Insignificant attack near
Arras.
An interesting report from Field

Marshal Sir John French covering the
period of the battle in Flanders and
the days immediately preceding It,
shows that this battle was brought
about, first by the Allies' attempts to
outflank the Germans who countered
and then by their plans to move to
the northeast to Ghent and Bruges,
which also failed. After this the Ger-
man offensive began, with the French
coast ports as the objective, but this
movement, like those of the Allies
met with failure.

Field Marshal French gives it as
his opinion that the German losses
have been thrice as great as those
of the Allies and speaks emphatically
of the future.
There apparently has been no de-

velopment in the Balkan situation
but stress is laid on the cause of the
Roumanian king's speech at the open-
ing of parliament, in which he said:

"I am convinced that, realizing the
Importance of the present situation,
you will give the government every
assistance in passing such legislation
as is demanded by the circumstances
and required to meet the needs of the
army."

All Quiet at Flanders.
While comparative quiet prevails

along the battle lines in Flanders and
Northern France official reports from
the eastern theater of the war indicate
that the fighting at various points,
particularly in Russian Poland, has
been of a very stubborn nature.-
The Russians admit that between

the Vistula and the Warta Rivers the
Germans still maintain strongly for-
tified positions, although their losses
are reported very large. The Rus-
sians again have occupied Czernowitz
and the Austrians are retreating pre-
cipitately from Buqowina.
Emperor William, according to Ber-

lIn advices, is with the German army
in the east.

Field Marshal French, commander
of the British expeditionary forces, in
an official statement gives an optimis-
tic view of the situation''in France and
Belgium. . His report brings the op-
eration only up to Novemlger 20, but
he concludes by saying signs are In
evidence that "we are possibly in the
last stages of the battle from Ypres
to Armentieres" as the German artil-
lery fire had slackenede and infantry
attacks virtually haa ceased.
